There is a specific reason why many of 
us lack real ability. God has not called 
the mighty, but the weak, the lowly. W e 
seem to have the least abilities now. The 
reason God has done this is to confound 
the wise. 

We then have the biggest opportunity 
of all to grow. Reading is the way to gain 
knowledge, instruction. Reading is educa­
tional. It is a sin not to grow so we need 
to do something about it. 

The editors of This Week, the magazine 
section in your local Sunday newspaper, 
have publ ished articles about this national 
calamity for over a year. They have given 
many steps to overcome this . Four of 
these follow: 

1. Prereading. Read the first sentence 
in each paragraph only and all of the con­
clusion . You get the gist of the material 
quickly. 

2. Phrase Reading. Become familial' 
with gt·oups of words with one eye fixa­
tion. The more you can comprehend with­
out moving your eyes, the less you move 
your eyes and the faster you read . 

3. Vocabulary. Increase your vocabu­
lal'Y. An unfamiliar word slows you up.
