tered abroad, GREETINGSI 

Mrs. Armstrong and I have come to the 
desert for two months, so that I may take a 
60-day lemon-juice-and-milk fast, inanef­
for to get my entire digestive system re­
adjusted---also for spirirual as well as 

Isical and mental rejuvenation. 
~ I have tried. but found it impossible to 

go on such a fast at home in Pasadena 
where interruptions requiring strenuous 
activities demand my attention repeatedly. 
But. although considerably weAkened phy­
sically during such a fast, I am able to get 
in some much desired srudy. and to do more 
writing than when active in the office, pul­
pit, and before the microphone. 

So, among other things, this gives me 
the opportt.l11ity to send a personal letter for 
publication in each of the local church news­
papers. 

A quarter of a century ago and more. at 
the "mother church" of this Philadelphia 
era of God's Church, when thepresentwork 
of the Church was just starting, I issued a 
monthly Bulletin for our local church metp­
bers. It contributed to the fellowship of the 
brethren, and proved both interesting and 
valuable. So last January, at the ministers' 
conference, I suggested to the pastors of 
the various churches that they inaugurate 
local bulletins or newspapers at each 
church. 

I have .been very happy to see so many 
of these appearing. I suppose you have 
noticed that. although most of these local 
bulletins started out with various local 
-''lmes, the name of each has been changed 

the present • 'Church of God News." If 
'-=YO'u feel like blaming somebody for thiS, 

you'll have to blame me. But there was a 
serious reason.

are many lessons we seem unable to learn 
any other way. That original church of our 
era. which subsequent events have shown 
God raised up FOR lllE PURPOSE of ful­
filling Christ's prophecy of Matthey 24:14-­
preaching and publishing H[S GOSPEL to 
the world---became divided, A terrible 
price was paid to learn the reason, A num­
ber of former brethren whom we loved very 
much rurned sour and bitter, and left God's 
Church. 

There were two main causes: 1) There 
was no real church government. [had not 
yet learned that the living Christ actually 
governs the Church which He founded---as 
God rules everything He has created. Christ 
governs through those whom Anlias clrose 
and set in offices of authority and respon­
sibility. But to me, then, not understanding 
this, I had no ambition to rule--and it seem­
ed as if it would have been making myself a 
dictator, lording it over God's heritage. 
'This I certainly did not want to do. So, 
when false "members" crept in---wolves 
·In sheep's clothing---I did not put them 
out, as God commands. 

2) As time w~nt along, ana the growth 
of the. broadcasting and evangeUstic work 
took me more and more away from Eugene, 
some leading members began to say, as the 
Israelites said when God called Moses away, 
to Mount Sinat, "As for this Moses, we 

'know not what has become of him. Come 
on, let's desert· the truth we learned through 
him, and make us an idol to worship." 
These members said, j j As for this Herbert 
Armstrong, we don't care anything about 
this broadcast of his. What do we have to 

.do with his getting peopl.e convened down in, 

California, or over in Texas? We care 
nothing about them. We are only interested 
in our selves---our own little church, 
here." 

They lost Interest In 'TI-IE WORK OF 
GODI They became wrapped up In their 
own local fellowship ONLY. When [ would 
return, telling them of people converted 
and baptized in Texas, or other states, they 
grumbled, "I wish Mr. Armstrong would 
quit taking up our time in church telling 
about people being convened way off some­
where." 

Soon, whenever any of the scriptures in 
8 sermon corrected or reproved them in 
any way, they would complain: "We wish 
you'd stop raking us over the coals, and 
show a little LOVE. n To them, love had 
now come to mean approval of sin. They 
became merely a local social club. They 
became sour unha I!Y dis runded. Finally 
half of that church did leave. They 
spent years trying to gain control of the 
church property---their eyes only on MA­
TERIAL acquisition. Finally they gave up . 
and "pulled oute" They rented a little hall 
outSide of town. Reports say that they met 
there, without a pastor, with a self-willed 
woman leading them, and two or three men 
striving and quarreling over who .could be 
in the pulpit; reports say that after quar­
reling among themselves they would go 
home, then come back the next Sabbath and 
quarrel again. They began gradually RE­
JECTING precious truth they had learned 
in God's Church and had believed. When the 
church started in Eugene, these people 
were HAPPY, their faces wreathed in 
smiles. But after they lost interest in 
lllE WORK OF GOD, they became unhappy, 
bitter, quarrelsome. 

Brethren do you know WHY Jesus Christ 
su"ffered so much? It was not so much being 
flogged, or nailed to a cross. His REAL 
suffering was grieving over the SINS of His 
own people whom He loved! He knew they 
would have to reap what they were sowing. 
He knew what suffering they were bringing 
on themselves. e oved fhe~ It matle 
HIM suffer to see them bring such eternal 
punishment upon themselves. Mrs. Arm­
strong and I KNOW how Jesus suffered- --for 
He has let us suffer in the same way. 

WE DON'T WANT TO SEE SUCH TRAG­
EDY EVER REPEATEDINGOD'SCHURCHI 
Whenever brethren become primarily in­
terested 1n mEMSEL VES. and their own 
local church, losing interest in the MAIN 
WORK of getting Christ's true Gospel to 
the world, those people are Sick spiritual­
ly, and unless cured by turning from this 
attirude, they soon DIE, spirirually. 

In 3S years of experience, I have never 
known a single exception. I have seen this 
thing happen time after time. 

Whenever people begin to resent AU­
mORITY over them in God's Church, they 
begin to shrivel up and die splrituallyl The 
authority in God's Church is not of men, 
rut of lllE LlV[NG CHRISTI 

And so, when I sawall the various 

names of the various local news bulletins, 
I foresaw the serious DANGER of local 
brethren becoming so wrapped up in local 
soctal interest among themselves that tb' 
begin to lose interest in GO~'S WORK, £..... / 
to drift away from God. That Is why [ ha<r 
the present name adopted---so that ALL 
members will be mindful this Is the CHURCH 
OF GOD. not of some locality. Each local 
group Is merely a PART of the ONE TRUE 
CHURCH OF GOD. We are lllE BODY OF 
CHRIST. Why? Because the responsibility 
of continuing that work through His 
CHURCH. Jesus Said: "Of myself, [ can 
do nothing." It was the Holy Spirit of God 
in Him which really did the work. But that 
physical Jesus died, and was resurrected 
a spiritual SON OF GOD, When He as­
cended to heaven, He sent that same Spirit 
to carryon the WORK OF GOD, through the 
COLLECTIVE BODY of His GHl:1ReH.-

1ltts-tSilot- a- ·one-man work. It is the 
WORK Christ does through THE CHURCH-­
through YOU, each one of you, as well as 
through me, the other ministers, and those 
in executive and administrative offices. 
Thts is YOUR job, as much as mine. My 
life Is dedicated to It--wholly. [S YOURS? 
This WORK OF GOD Is the one immediate 
goal and purpose of myllfe---lt[Smyllfe-­
it Is all I live for. And, dear brethren in 
Christ, it must also be YOUR LIFE, and 
all that YOU live for, if you expectto attain 
to the final and ul timate BIG goal of enter­
Ing Into the eternal KINGDOM OF GO' 

God has called us. He has chosen U 
He has built a GREAT WORK through us. 
It is a dynamic, POWERFUL work, exert­
Ing a terrific [MPACT on this whole world. 
Christ uses us as a TEAM. Perhaps I am 
the quarterback, calling signals for each

Co-Worker Department Needs 
Your Help to Serve You Better 

As most of you know, we are now 

recording all tithes, offerings, and do­

nations received by God's Church auto­

matically through IBM machines. These 

machines are extremely versatile and 

can save the Work untold man-hours 
of labor, but there are certain things 
a machine cannot do! 

A machine can only do what the 
human mind tells it to. Beyond that, it 
is limited, and many times Qur human 

--=-minds are not sure what to ' ten these 
machines. Many members in God's 
Church send in tithes and offerings with 
hardly enough information for us to 
know who they are. In times past, the 
Work has been small enough that some· 
one in the organization might know 
that Mrs. John Jones was the same per· 
son as Mary Jones. 

The Work is big now and this is no 
longer true! We can never be sure j and 
unless we are sure what to inform the 
machine. it is impossible to match and 

. know that we are posting the donation 
to the correct member's record card. 

Our biggest problem is not so much 
the similarity of names as it is people 
who use a full name one time, and ini­
tials the next j women who use their 
husband's name one time and their 
given name another, or use his initials 
one time and_ her the next.! ... )n ~ 
cases an apartment number is given 
part of the time and a house nummer 
the remainder. In other cases it is the 
route without the box number part of 
the time and the box without the route 
at other times. Then there is the person 
who likes to use a "nickname" once in 
a while. And there are those who use a 
Post Office Box number part of the time 
and a street address at other times. 

We could save endless hours manu­
ally looking in the files if our tithing 
members would be consistent. You 
members can help us very greatly by 
remembering our pli~ht and always 
send your tithes and offering in the en­
velopes that we send you, with your: 
name and address stamped on the back 

as we have it recorded in the files, or 
using your full name (including your 
middle initial if you normally use it 
for everything else), your complete 
house number and street address, your 
city, zone and state. 

If you use a route or a box number, 
always give us the complete information 
--exactly the same each. time! You can 
also help by giving us both your old 
and new address together each time you 
move. 

Another BIG PROBLEM: At this 
time of the year, many write in and tell 
us of tithes or offerings given back in 
April or June, etc., which they would 
now like to have recorded in the name 
of Ambassador College rather than the 
Church. 

This seems 1ike a simple little re­
quest. But it is impossible to go back 
and change all of our records once they 
have been printed. Therefore, we had 
to institute the policy of requesting each 
amount received be clearly marked, at 
the time we receive it, when it is to be 
considered Ambassador College-other. 
wise, we must record it as Radio Church 
of God. Once it has been machine reo 
corded it is too late to go back and 
change it. 

At this time of year another problem 
arises and that is, members will send in 
amounts as lure a-s FebruRry or -Mard 
asking that it be counted for income· 
tax deductions for the previous year. 

We cannot open the records for these 
late donations once the books have been 
balanced and closed. Therefore, all 
amounts that are to be recorded for a 
given year must be in our office no later 
than January 2, of the following year. 
Therefore, please get your tithes and 
offerings in early if you want to claim 
income·tax deductions for any given 
year. 

May we express our thanks and ap· 
preciation, in advance, for your warm 
co-operation and assistance in this vital 
matter!
