essary in order to improve the acoustics. 
A heavy rug was laid, acoustical tiles 
were added to one wall and the new 
door, and eight large reflectors were 
constructed and installed to help dis­
perse the sound evenly throughout the 
room. It is hoped that eventually the 
acoustics will be iden tical to those of 
the studios in Pasadena, but because of 
the office's much smaller size, this may 
be impossible.
