The MARK — the PRIZE - the GOAL
toward which Paul pressed forward is
THE RESURRECTION Lo IMmortality, in
the Kingdom of God!

In this newest booklet we tried to
paint in simple words — as revealed in
the Bible —the woNDERFUL world
which this Kingdom of converted,
changed mmortals, under Christ, will
produce.

But is BEING THERE, as a changed,
immortal person vour goal? Is that
one overriding LIFE'S OBJECTIVE con-
stantly before your eyes — constantly
dominating your thoughts?

Most people
get all mixed up and confused by such
theological ~terms as * “judgments,”
“covenants,”’ etc.

Understand, first, being ‘“saved” —
that is, being born into the Kingdom
of God — given God's GiFT of eternal
life — is altogether by GracE, as God's
free GIFT. You can't earn it! 1 have
ALWAYS taught that! In spite of the
false accusations of persecutors, who try
to make you believe I teach “salvation
by works” (and they know better!!!)
I have NEVER taught that—1 do not
believe that!-—1 have always taught
that salvation — what religious people
call “being saved” — inheriting Eternal
life — being born into the Kingdom
of God-— just geiting there — comes
ONLY by GRACE (which means unde-
served pardon) and as God's FREE
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GIFT. You CAN't earn it! All your
OBEDIENCE — all your good wWORKS —
won't buy it!

BUT — and here is where the perse-
cutors are in confusion — you shall be
REWARDED with whalever OFFICE you
shall be placed in according to your
WORKS! Check for yourself. Don't be-
lieve me because I say it-— check for
yourself.

When the glorified Jesus Christ re-
turns to earth, in all the supreme
POWER and GLORY of God, as King
of kings to rule all nations, He will
then assign the positions in His Gov-
ernment — the  “reward” —to  those
who already — then — “ARE savep!”
to those who have, through grace, re-
ceived God's cirr of eternal life —
then already made MMORTAL. These
shall have been resurrected to immor-
tality, and have risen to meet Him in
the air, as He is returning.

Now notice: Jesus says, "And be-
hold, T come quickly; and my reward
is with me, to give every man dc-
cording as his work shall be” (Rey.
22:12).

Notice the parable of the pounds:
When Jesus returns, having been coro-
nated KiNG of kings, He will call to
Him these He had given “the money”
— that is, His Spirit and salvation.
The one who, in this mortal life, had
gained “fen pounds” is made mayor
over ten cities. The one who gained,
in his Christian life in this time fve
ponnds is made mayor ruling over five
cities. He qualified for only Aalf as
much, during this mortal life, so his
REWARD in the Kingdom — the posi-
TION to which he is assigned — is only
half as much.

Notice this picture of Christ’s Com-
ing, and establishing of the Kingdom
of God over the nations: “And the
seventh angel sounded; and there were
great voices in heaven saying, ‘The
kingdoms of this world are become the
kingdoms of our Lord, and of His
Christ; and He shall reign forever’ . . .
And the nations were angry, and thy
wrath is come, and the time of the
dead, that they should be judged, and
that thou showuldest give reward unto
thy servants the prophets, and to the
saints . .."” (Rev. 11:15-18).

One of the Judgments is the “Great
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White Throne Judgment.” Notice that
REWARD — rank in God’s Kingdom -
is according to works! Not getting
into the Kingdom, but rank, or reward,
or office, once there: “And I saw the
dead, small and great, stand before
God [in a resurrection]; and the
books were opened: and another book
was opened, which is the book of
life: and the dead were judged out
of those things which were written in
the books, according to their works”
(Rev. 20:12).

Peter taught that God juDGES (20!
“saver”) according to WoORKS: ... the
Father, who without respect of persons
judgeth according to every man's work”
(I Pet. 1:17). Paul taught that God
“will render to every man according to
his deeds” (Rom. 2:6),

Jesus said, plainly, “ne man can come
unto me, except it were given unto
him of my Father” (John 6:65). And
again, "No man can come to me, except
the Father which hath sent me draw
him: and T will raise him up at the
last day” (John -6:44). But, to you
whom God has called at this time —
to you who have repented, believed,
received God's Holy Spirit and thus
been converted, YOU ARE BEING JUDGED
RIGHT NOW (I Peter 4:17). And if
you say: ""I'm already ‘saved’; and
there are ‘'no works’ to salvation,” and
then you fail to go on overcoming,
and  growing spivitually (see II Pet.
3:18), you not only will BE JUDGED
by your /ack of spiritual works to qual-
ify for a higher office in God's King-
dom — but, far’ worse, you may be in
the position of the servant to whom
(parable of the "pounds” — Luke 19,
quoted above) — Jesus took away from
him the very salvation he thought he
had! Tt takes a rviNGg faith to save!

So—T just wanted to say to those
who have read this newest booklet —
read it aGamN, and let it be REAL to
you.

WHY Must There Be WARS?

Many ask, "“Well, if there be a God,
wHY does God allow wars?”

They argue: “If God is rLove, He
surely wouldn't swant all this suffering.
And if God is ALL-POWERFUL, He
could prevent wars! So why doesn’t
Her®

The answer is, certainly God could
stop it—and in very few years will!
But, why in the future? Why did He
ever allow it?

Because a PURPOSE is being worked
out here below! Man was put here on
carth to develop righteous CHARACTER!
That purpose wecessitates free moral
agency in man. It is absolutely rzecessary
that man be given both the prerogative
and the ability fo make his own choice,
and exercise bis own will! Otherwise,
— NO CHARACTER!

There 75 a way that will prevent
WAR, and produce PEACE —a way to
happiness, and abundant well-being for
evetybody!

The ETeErNAL offered mankind that
way—and let mankind choose! The
ETERNAL created and set in motion
inexorable /aws that work — not only
laws of chemistry and physics — but
also a basic SPIRITUAL LAw, which is
the way to peace, happiness, abundant
well-being! That raw is the basic
CAUSE of peace. Its violation is the
CAUSE of war!

Yes, it's just that simple!

But a rebellious humanity — priding
itself on its rational processes of “in-

tellect” — willingly blinds its mind to
simple TrRUTH, and embarks on a sys-
tem of complicated and nonsensical
ERROR !

Human nature is basically rebellious
against God, and the inexorable Laws
of God (Rom. 8:7).

The Creator laid before man the
KNOWLEDGE of His Law — the knowl-
edge of HOw TO AvOoID WaRs! But
yielding to human nature — vanity,
greed,  self-centeredness —' rebellion
against God's Law of PEACE — that is
the CAUSE of wars!

Nations Never Needed Go
to War!

In respect to war, the basic point of
God’s Spiritual Law is the Sixth Com-
mandment. It says, simply, “Thowu shalt
not kill.”

If all nations OBEYED that Command
of God, and followed the way of LOVE
and PEACE there would be no war!

But, an objector argues, “That's a
pretty platitude — but it's not practical.
It would never work! Any nation that
would follow that Command would be
attacked and beaten by some other na-
tion that was more practical.”

The Creator understands human na-
ture better than we humans do! He
provided for that!

Do you think the Almighty Creator
is so impractical that He leaves those
who oBEY HiM— who accept His
GOVERNMENT over them — helpless?
Understand  this! God Almighty is
SuprEME! He created the UNIVERSE —
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and He RULES SUPREME over the en-
tire vast UNIVERSE. He RULES over the
earth — and whatever men do in their
politics — their wars — their sctting up
of their own forms of government—
is done ONLY BECAUSE GOD ALLOWS
rr!

God is SUPREME in GOVERNMENT!
A prime responsibility of GOVERN-
MENT is to PROTECT its own subjects!

So open your eyes, now, to the
FACTS!

God did take a people — a family of
some two to three million SLAVES,
children of God’s friend Abraham —
and offered to set them up as a nation
UNDER HIS GOVERNMENT !

To any people — whether an indi-
vidual, a nation, or even all nations —
who will voluntarily subject themselves
under God’s GOVERNMENT, God says
the SAME THING — He is no respecter
of persons! What He said to these Is-
raelites, He says to ALL:

He said, *...if thou shalt indeed
obey His voice, and do all that I speak,
then I will be an enemy unto thine
enemies, and an adversary unto thine
adversaries . . . and I will cut them off”
(Exodus 23:20-23).

God promised supernaturally to fight
any invading enemy to protect the na-
tion and pcople under His Govern-
ment, God, oNLY, has the right to take
human life! He ¢reated human life. All
lives BELONG to Him.

But, did you notice— there were
CONDITIONS to God's promise of divine
and supernatural protection. During the
first six thousand years of man’s sojourn
on earth, it is not in God's Master
Plan to force any nation, or individual,
to come under His GovErRNMENT. That
is left to man’s free cHOICE!

But these freed slaves — the Israel-
ites — accepted God's offer, and became
His Nation. They AGREED to abey
Him and His laws — His Government
—and He agreed to give them PEACE,
ar long as they obeyed and trusted
Him.

But human nature is human nature
—and facts are facts.

Human Nature at Work

And HUMAN NATURE? Yes, these
Israelites were full of it!

These Israelites, even while being
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blessed and delivered by God with
MIRACLES, still were rebellious. After the
MIRACLES God had performed in
FREEING them from slavery in Egypt,
these people began to gripe, grumble,
complain and p1soBEY God.

These people — 600,000 men, beside
women and children; perhaps two to
three MILLION of them — came to the
Red Sea. There were no ships, no
bridges. They could not swim such a
distance. They could not walk on the
water. They were sToPPED by this
obstacle beyond their own power.

They looked, and within eyesight,
Pharaoh’s arMY was coming after them.

Right here, God demonstrated He
would preserve His people from hav-
ing to undergo military service, or
fighting in war, or taking human life!

In spite of their faithless complain-
ing in this initial EXAMPLE of God's
faithfulness, He was determined to
fight zhis battle and save them.

"And Moses said unto the people,
Fear ye not, stand still, and see the
salvation of the Eternal, which HE
WILL SHOW YOU today. ... The Eternal
shall fight for you, and ye shall hold
your peace’” (Ex. 14:13-14).

The Israelites were not to fght—
but sTAND sTiLL! God would fight their
wars for them! They were to remain at
PEACE !

How GOD Fights for Us!

“Moses stretched his hand out over
the sea; Then the Eternal swept the
sea along by a strong east wind, all
night, till the waters parted; the bed of
the sea was dry, and the Israclites
marched through the sea on dry
ground, the waters forming a wall to
the right and left. Thus did the Eternal
save Israel that day from the Egyptians.
Israel saw the mighty action of the
Eternal against the Egyptians,

After this miraculous delivery from
disaster — from a WAR — a whole army
of a then great nation destroyed —
those Israelites murmured against Moses
and Aaron ...and said © ... Would to
God we had died by the hand of the
ETERNAL in the land of Egypt...'”
(Ex. 16:2-3).

Again and again, “...they tempted
the ETERNAL, saying, ‘Is the ETERNAL
among us, or not?’' " (Ex. 17:7.)
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Repeatedly, God had given these peo-
ple awe-inspiring and miraculous dem-
onstrations of His intention 7o fight
their baitles for them. After all of this
OVERWHELMING PROOF, these people
DoUBTED God's faithfulness — poUBTED
His Power — even DOUBTED His very
existence. They disobeyed. They went
the way of sIN!

Moses was distraught, his nerves
shattered, his patience about exhausted.
After all, Moses was only human!

“What shall T do unto this people?”
Moses appealed to God, “they be almost
ready to stone me”! (Exodus 17:4.)

At this juncture, Amalck, a Gentile
King, came against the Israelites in
great strength with an invading army.
This time God ALLOWED the Israelites
to write the lesson of experience. He
allowed them to smN. God does not
forcibly prevent humans from sinning.

Moses, at the end of his patience
trying to induce these stubborn, rebel-
lious people to believe in and TRUST
God, said to Joshua, “Choose us out
men, and go out, FiGHT with Amalek”
(Ex. 17:9).

It was altogether unnecessary for
these Israelites to arm themselves and
wage WAR. It was wWRoNG! It was SIN,
But God let the decision be theirs!

This incident was the twrning point.

God’s PURPOSE Stands!

Even though God arLLows humans to
make their own decisions — never-
theless God's PURPOSE must stand! His
PURPOSE was to settle these descendants
of Abraham in the land He had prom-
ised Abraham—"the PROMISED LAND.”

God’s faithfulness demanded that
He plant these people in that land, re-
gardless of their conduct!

These descendants of Abraham had
made their decision to be a fighting,
war-waging nation. That decision was
theirs to make. And since they had
made it, God used them to do the
fighting in driving out the inhabitants
illegally possessing the land God had
allotted to Abraham’'s descendants.
Consequently God gave orders for them
to do what fighting— and killing —
was necessary to accomplish God’s PUR-
POSE of putting them in the land of
Promise!

But that did not make war RIGHT.
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Whether to po right or wrong — that
is MAN's decision! These Israelites did
not need to fight.

God ALLOWED them to siN by taking
up arms.

Now you know wHy the nation
Israel went to war-—— wHY God Him-
self even commanded them to go to
war, driving out the pagan nations from
the Promised Land.

Many people have wondered wHY,
if God’s teaching is that WAR IS WRONG,
He actually commanded His own nation
to fight in war.

The answer is that God made man
with FREE MORAL AGENCY — God not
only allows humans to have a CHOICE
— He compels us to choose!

God alone determines WHAT is sin.
God doees not allow MaAN to decide
WHAT is sin, or WHAT is righteousness.
But He does allow man— He actually
compels man to decide WHETHER to
sin.

God made it PLAIN to ancient Israel
that they need never go to war. He
guaranteed complete protection from
outside enemies. He guaranteed PEACE
— if they would trust Him and obey
the laws of His Government! He dem-
onstrated His ability — and His pow-
ER! But the Israelites chose waR. Just
as ALL nations have chosen war! Just
as omr nations do-— necedlessly — to-
day!

Case History No. 2

The preceding article  (January,
1967), gave the first actual case history
showing, in detail, how the ETERNAL
God, by supernatural miracles, did de-
liver the Israelites at the Red Sea from
the army of the then greatest nation
on ecarth, the Egyptians,

Notice, now, Case History No. 2.

This concerns King Asa of the King-
dom of Judah. The King of Ethiopia
came against the Jews with 300 chariots
and an army of ONE MILLION soldiers.
They had major size armies in those
days, strange as that may seem.

In those days the Jews also had a
sizable army—but not nearly large
enough to withstand an invasion of a
force of a million troops.

Perhaps, had the Ethiopians come
with a smaller army, Asa might have
gone to war with them relying wholly
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on his armed force, instead of on God.
But, regardless, the ract is that in this
instance this King did rely on God for
his defense!

“And Asa cried unto the ETERNAL
his God, ‘O ETERNAL, it is nothing
with thee to help, whether with many,
or with them that have NO POWER:
help us, O ETERNAL our God; for we
rest on thee, and in thy name we go
against this multitude. O ETERNAL!
Thou art our God; let not man prevail
against THEE!" So THE ETERNAL smote
the Ethiopians before Asa, and before
Judah; and the Eithiopians fled!” (11
Chron. 14:11-12.)

But there is an unhappy sequel to
this tremendous event — where reliance
on GOD put A MILLION ARMED MEN
TO FLIGHT!

In the 36th year the King of ISRAEL,
Baasha, came with an armed force
against the Jews. Incidentally, note care-
fully, the Kingdom of IsrRAEL was here
fighting against the JEws of the King-
dom of Jupan! They were two alto-
gether different nations! The people of
the Kingdom of ISRAEL never were
called Jews!

This time Asa neglected to rely on
God to fight off the attacking military
force! This time he did PRECISELY
WHAT THE UNITED STATES AND BRitT-
AIN ARE DOING TODAY! He hired an
ALLY —the Kingdom of Syria (II
Chron. 16:1-3).

“And at that time Hanani the seer
came to Asa King of Judah, and said
unto him, ‘Because thou hast relied on
the King of Syria, and #os relied on
the ETERNAL thy God, therefore is the
army of the King of Syria escaped
out of thine hand.

what to do: BUT OUR EYES ARE ON

heed a heartrending prayer like that —
coming from helpless people who were
obeying and TrRUSTING Him?

Immediately God answered through
one of His prophets:

“Thus saith the ETERNAL unto you,

“Then Hezekiah the King, and Isaiah
the prophet, the son of Amoz, prayed
because of this and cried to heaven.

camp of the king of Assyria. So he
returned with shame of face to his own
land. And when he came into the
house of his god, some of his own
sons struck him down there with the
sword. So THE ETERNAL SAVED HEZE-

RUSALEM from the hand of Sennacherib
King of Assyria and from the hand

What it Takes to Fly

But what about birds themselves?
What does it take to fly?

“Thovsands of papers have been
written on the AERODYNAMICS OF BIRD
FLIGHT, but a bird's wing with its
many flexible moving parts which twist
and bend under the pressure of the air,
particularly in flapping flight, DEFIES

the sort of critical analysis to which
we can subject the rigid wing of an
aircraft. Wind tunnels, smoke screens,
streams and mathematical formulas fail
to give us more than an INKLING of
the answers, Perhaps electronic compu-
ters may someday help us define the
forces acting on the wing of a bird in
flight” (T'he Birds, LIFE Nature Library,
page 39).

Yet, we admit airplanes couldn’t have
evolved. But Evolutionists say BIRDS
evolved. Does it really make sense?

No, it's NoNsense.

A bird's wing serves in the capacity
of wing AND propeller. Both bird and
airplane rely on the identical laws of
physics. High-speed photography has
shown that the mechanics of bird
flight are tremendously complex. That
our man-made,
planes and jets are rather primitive in
comparison.

Let’s analyze some parts of the anato-
my of the birds — their feathers, res-
piratory, skeletal, digestive and nervous
systems — their bills and nest-building
techniques. These are only a few of
the marvelous aspects of bird biology.

The Fantastic Feather

Take a bird's flight feather. Is it
complex? Is it an engineering master-
piece? Let an ornithologist answer.

"The feather is a marvel of NAT-
URAL ENGINEERING. It is at once ex-
tremely light and structurally strong,
much more versatile than the rigid
structure of an aircraft’s wing — and
far more readily repaired or replaced
when damaged.

“The intricacy of the design that
allows this can be appreciated by put-
ting the feather under a microscope. It

will be seen that each parallel barb,
slanting diagonally from the shaft, is
not hairlike, but appears as a miniature
replica of the feather itself, with num-
erous smaller side branches, or bat-
bules, that overlap those of the neigh-
boring barbs in adhering to one pattern.
These in turn have tiny projections
called barbicels, many of which are
equipped with minute hooks that neatly
hold everything in place. The single
pigeon feather under scrutiny may have
several bundred thousand barbuler and
MILLIONS of barbicels and hooklets.

“How did this structural maryel
evolve? It takes wo grear sireich of
imdgination to envisage a feather as a
modified scale, basically like that of a
reptile—a  longish  scale  loosely
attached, whose outer edges frayed and
spread out until it evolved into the
highly complex structure that it is to-
day” (The Birds, LivE Nature Library,
pages 33, 34).

No great stretch of the imagination?
That's stretching it clear beyond the
breaking point!

Notice! First comes a marvelous de-
scription of the intricacy and perfec-
tion of a bird’s FEATHER! Then you
are assured such INTRICATE MARVELS

“Among the many engineering ac-
complishments that birds have achieved,
the development and muscular control
of feathers stands out as one of the
major keys to their success. No other
animals possess these remarkable struc-
tures. Feathers are both light and flex-
ible and can be controlled with precision
and agility.

“Yet, each feather
strength required for the stresses im-

possesses  the

posed by flight, there being no stronger
substance of equivalent size and weight
in nature.

“Feathers provide smooth and stream-
lined body contours which are essential
for reduction of air friction and turbu-
lence and, when properly groomed, are
completely waterproof. They form one
of the most efficient types of insulation
known, because of the profusion of
dead air spaces that they enclose, and
thereby aid in maintaining the bird’s
high body temperatures. Feathers also
play important roles in courtship and
(Biology of Birds,
Wesley Lanyon, pages 17, 18).

What Kind of LEADER Are
You?

A new age is coming. And the right
#ind of LEADERS are going to be
needed. Those who have proved the
Word of God — who know that the
Bible says what it means, and means
what it says— realize that Christians
are now in training to be those leaders.
Notice Revelation 2:26, 27: “And he
that overcometh, and keepeth my works
unto the end, to him will T give power
over the nations: And he shall ruLE
them with a rod of iron..."”

Again: '"To him that overcometh
will T grant to sit with me in my
throne, even as 1 also overcame, and
am set down with my father in his
throne” (Rev. 3:21).

For people who
possess a great deal of personal charm
really "like"” their fellow human beings
dnd are genuinely interested in then:.

Learning to love and enjoy others
—to “give” of yourself to them in
personal relations is certainly the fore-
most key to building a radiant per-
sonality. Jesus Christ — the greatest per-
sonality of all times-— stated this
aniversally applicable spiritual princi-
ple: "It is more blessed to Give than
to receive’ (Acts 20:35).

If you can sincerely learn to share
your warmth, your love, your plans,
hopes and dreams with others —to
“give” kindness, encouragement and a
sense of being loved and appreciated
to them—you will build bonds of
fficndship that will endure many a
trial. And you yowrself will be the
one most blessed in the end.

All of us should learn to SMILE
more! We should put more warmth
and enthusiasm in our voices and in
our handshakes. We should build a
Sat
oneness” with our fellowmen — having

sincere  feeling of empathy ot
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THER welfare and THEIR happiness at
heart as much as our own.

Sincere LOVE Is The Basis

“image” of greatness and grandeur to
maintain their childhood zest for small
occasions and their ability to laugh at
and enjoy many things in this temporal
life, even themselves.

"My fellow Americans . ..,” millions of
his insecure countrymen were warmed
and reassured. His full, vibrant laugh-
ter and engaging smile made him a
popular companion even apart from his
political life.

One of his close associates and a
counsellor of many presidents, Bernard
M. Baruch, describes his feelings after
news came that President Roosevelt had
died.
dead, I remembered with particular
force his zEst for living. He used to
enjoy the ‘pleasures of the children’s

“Now that the President was

hour . ..and the convivial conversation
of his friends.

"“His sense of HUMOUR was always
evident. I recalled many of the amus-
ing messages he had sent me, such as
the one I received when I turned

seventy-three. 'Keep right at it he
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wired. ‘Someday you will grow up.

Churchill’s Example

This flair for humor and occasional
jokes also characterized Sir Winston
Churchill. During the war, he wore a
varied and obviously funny assortment
of uniforms, hats and paraphernalia.
Alan Moorehead wrote: “There was an
immense love for Churchill in England
through these years. The crowds knew
every one of his uniforms and hats,
his siren suits, the bow tie, the shoes
with zip fasteners, the walking stick,
the watch chain. Nothing apparently
could ever weary them of the V-sign
or the cigar, and the first sound of
the grumpy, reassuring voice on the
radio silenced all conversation in any
pub or public place.”

Once, at the White House, Presi-
dent Roosevelt was wheeled into
Churchill's room and found him, sur-
prisingly, still drying himself after a
bath. Roosevelt began to apologize and
started to leave. But Churchill pro-
tested it was quite all right: “The
Prime Minister of Great Britain has
nothing to conceal from the President
of the United States.”

So learn to laugh even at yourself —
and at the many funny things that
happen in life. Of course, always try
to laugh with people, not at them.
Learn also to preserve, or recapture,
your youthful zest for the right kind
of upbuilding fun and games — and
for the new and different things and
experiences that help make life inter-
esting!

III. Learn to be Patient,
Compassionate and
Modest

Perhaps the thing that irks others
most about many so-called “important”
people is that they are so impressed
with SELF that they seem blind to the
needs and wishes of others. They are
pompous and vain. They are impatient
and demanding — cutting other people
off in conversation and expecting super-
human efforts of their subordinates that
even they themselves would not be able
to accomplish. They utterly lack real
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compassion — the ability to share in
the plans, hopes, dreams and suffering
of others.

Like many a politician, they can put
on a grand show in public — “demon-
strating’” by some pompous act or ges-
ture that they care, after all, for the
“common man,”

But, sooner or later, they get found
out. For, as Abraham Lincoln is reputed
to have said: “You can fool some of
the people some of the time, but you
cannot fool all the people all the time.”

Indeed, one of the -characteristics
which made Lincoln great was his
sincere compassion for the slaves and
the downtrodden — plus his personal
modesty and profound humility. Per-
haps you have heard the story of the
little old lady who was impatiently
waiting outside her apartment house or
hotel for a buggy to take her to the
train station. Although the station was
only a few blocks away, she had a
large trunk too heavy even for an
average man to want to carry for that
distance. Finding her in distress — in
fact almost at the point of tears over
the prospect of missing her train —
and with no buggy or help in sight,
President Lincoln picked up the large
trunk, placed it across his strong shoul-
ders which had split so many rails back
in Illinois, and said: “Follow me!"

The little old lady, and her trunk,
were personally placed on board the
train by the President of the United
States!

For a far greater example yet, it is
very enlightening to read the life story
of the greatest Personality of all times
— looking as you read for the word
“compassion.”

“And Jesus, moved with compassion,
put forth his...” (Mark 1:41).

"And when the Lord saw her, he had
compassion on her...” (Luke 7:13).

“But when he saw the multitudes,
he was moved with compassion on
them...” (Mat. 9:36). Etc., etc.

Genuine outgoing concern for others
—as Jesus had — will be expressed in
hundreds of little ways. Tact, courtesy,
consideration — we have many differ-
ent names for such small attentions.
Yet it is often through these acts of
thoughtful kindness that we demon-
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strate to people the depth of our con-
cetn, our friendship and our love.

Again, learn to “give” yourself to
others with sincere love and outgoing
consideration for them. Have empathy
— express compassion for them when
they are suffering, or when they are
down and out. Become more patient
and folerant of the mistakes of others
— realizing your own human frailty.
And be Joy4l to your friends and
loved ones — not expediently “throw-
ing them aside” when you think you
have become “important.”

Do all ihis—and you will inspire
the love, confidence and personal de-
votion of others in a manner that will
enrich your life beyond measure,

IV. Be Strong, Confident and
Courageous

Strength  of will and personality,
infectious optimism and raw courage
are qualities all of us admire. The
greatest leaders and personalities of all
time have had, at least in measure,
these qualitics.

To be this way, you must, of course,
have a purpose in which you fervently
believe — and for which you are will-
ing to die if necessary.

Again, Churchill — the Man of the
Century —is a moving example. In
England’s darkest days of the Second
World War, he was constantly encour-
aging and uplifting the spirits of the
British nation and the entire free
world by his resolute conduct and his
magnificent speeches. As President
Kennedy stated: “He mobilized the
English language and sent it into
battle.”

In the critical period just after
Dunkirk — when invasion by Hitler’s
legions seemed imminent — Churchill’s
ringing voice proclaimed to Britain and
the world: “We shall not flag or fail.
We shall go on to the end. We shall
fight in France, we shall fight in the
seas and oceans . .. we shall defend our
island whatever the cost may be. gte
thall fight on the beaches and landing
grounds, we shall fight in the [fields
and in the streets, we shall fight in the
bills. ... We shall NEVER surrender.”

Courageous? Indeed it was, under
the circumstances. But more, the weight
of sincerity and truth, the infectious
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optimism and confident manner, the
unbounding determination and wiLL to
win — all these things lifted and in-
spired the British people so that this
was, indeed, “their finest hour.”

Real Courage Involves FAITH

The greatest examples of faith and
courage are found in the Bible. In
Acts 5:17-42, we read the account of
the Apostles of God being put in prison
and threatened by the Jewish hier-
archy of the time. The Jews had al-
most decided to kill them until Ga-
maliel, a wise counsellor spoke. “And
to him they agreed: and when they
had called the apostles, and BEATEN
them, they coMmANDED them they
should not speak in the name of Jesus,
and let them go” (verse 40).

After being threatened for their very
lives —and their backs raw and bleed-
ing from a cat-o’-nine-tails beating —
you would certainly think they would
at least slack off in their preaching,
or perhaps go “underground.”

Quite the contrary!

“And they departed from the pres-
ence of the council, REjOICING that
they were counted worthy to suffer
shame for his name. And DaiLy in
the temple, and in every house, they
CEASED NOT to leach and preach [Jesus
Christ” (verses 41-42).

They had absolute confidence in the
LIVING God, and plenty of RAW cOUR-
AGE to go through terrible trials and
suffering often necessary in His service.

The man who has this type of cour-
age and confidence, the man who is
bold and sure of his convictions will
inspire the admiration and respect of
his friends and associates. Any real
leader of men must have this bold
power of decision, this sense of “cap-
taincy” in storming the beaches of life,
scaling the mountains and conquering
all obstacles.

Learn to cultivate and build conrage
and absolute confidence into your life!
Pgaﬁ{iicc these qualities when the /fitle
teals and tests come along — then it
will become second nature to exercise
them on the great occasions. Most im-
portant of all, surrender your life to
your Creator and to His PURPOSE —
then you can in faith ask Him for
His strength, confidence and courage!
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Y. Enthusiasm, Drive and
PURPOSE

No matter what his other faults, a
person or a public speaker will always
capture at least our momentary atten-
tion and interest if he has an abun-
dance of just ome quality — ENTHUSI-
AsM. For if the poorest speaker in the
world is on fire— completely GIVEN
to his message — he is going to speak,
gesture and perhaps shout with such
ringing conviction and force as to wake
up even the sleepiest audience.

But most people seem only HALF
ALIVE. They have no goal or purpose.
They have lost their youthful zest for
living and doing. They are often dull,
boring and uninteresting, But the in-
teresting person is fively and emthusi-
asfic — and he usually makes life more
interesting for others.

Discussing the colorful personality
and zeal of Sir Winston Churchill, even
in his private life, Bernard Baruch tells
us: T often wish people could look in
on him as he walks through his gar-
den with his dog, pausing to admire
the beauty of a rose or to lecture the
goldfish in the pond as he feeds them.
I wish people could read the cables I
have received from this master of En-
glish prose, cables in which he ex-
pressed his ENTHUSIASM over some de-
velopment with a brisk ‘O boy!"”

The very word “enthusiasm” comes
from the Greek en theos, or "God
in u5.” We often speak of one as
being “inspired” in his cause if he
portrays great enthusiasm,

“Eloquence,” said the great orator,
William Jennings Bryan, “may be de-
fined as the speech of one who knows
what he is talking about, and means
what he says — it is thought on fire . . .
Knowledge is of little use to the
speaker without carnestness. Perswasive
speech is from HEART /o HEART, not
from mind to mind.”

Find the Real Goal

To sincerely be enthusiastic and
driying ahead in all your activities, you
must have a goal, or PURPOSE. So learn
to set goals for yourself and cultivate
enthusiastic DRIVE and zEAL in all that
you do. In your voice, your face and

your actions, show that you are excited
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and thrilled about the opportunities
and challenges of life.

God says: “"Whatsoever thy hand
findeth to do, do it with thy might;
for there is no work, nor device, nor
knowledge, nor wisdom, in the grave,
whither thou goest” (Eccl. 9:10). So
be zealous for those things that are
right and good in this life, and put
your whole BEING into seeking your
Creator and His PURPOSE in giving
you life and breath. Then you will
REALLY have something to be “EN-
THUSIASTIC” about!

As Hir servant and His begotten
son, become more outgoing and warm
to all those about you; build zest and
humor into your life; be patient, com-
passionate and modest toward your
fellow human beings; with God’s help
become strong, confident and coura-
geous; and finally, with God's supreme
PURPOSE build
enthusiasm into all you think, say and

do.
Do these things! —and you will

in mind, drive and

have a richer and happier life, you
will extend additional happiness and
courage to others, and you will have
made great progress toward fulfilling
the great purpose of your loving Cre-
ator.

“"Re[garding] your article ‘A Four-
Eyed Look at Evolution’ published in
the November issue of The PLAIN
TruTH magazine. I would like to
point out that the theory of evolution
as applied to Anableps as presented
by you is not the only possible way
this fish could have evolved. The fol-
lowing is an alternative explanation.

“In any assortment of a species there
are always a few of what I will call
monstrosity — fish that may be shorter
or longer, faster or slower than normal.
Let us assume that these fishes subsist
on smaller fish and depend mainly on
speed to effect a capture. If for some
reason the number of prey become re-
duced then only the speedier fish could
survive and their less endowed neigh-
bors would die out.

“Suppose some other change occurred
-~ perhaps the sea became less illumi-
nated, then only those fish with the
more highly developed sensory organs
could hope to survive. By a series of
small environmental changes such as
those mentioned the character of a
species could be completely changed.

“In the case of Anableps it may have
been prey for many fishes. It may have
been forced into shallow waters near
the river bank where its predators
could not go. Presumably insects, etc,,
were its main source of food, (I don't
know what Anableps feeds on) but in-

The PLAIN TRUTH

volved in the capture of its food was
the threat of attack from birds, amphib-
ians, etc.

“The key to survival was the forma-
tion of larger eyes (to give wide-
angle sight) and those few infant fish
which were born with this attribute
had an improved survival capability.
Due to some progressive and lasting
climatic change the insect population
near the water’s edge may have been
reduced forcing the primitive Anableps
into deeper and more dangerous water.

"A really radical change had to be
made to handle the situation. Note
that Anableps is no ‘run of the mill’
fish and the types (in degree) of
evolutionary change previously men-
tioned could not result in a sufficient
number of 4-eyed fish in a 2-cyed
population to survive and produce a
new species.

"Over a long period of time the eye
became partitioned — an  evolutionary
change keeping pace with the slow
change in insect population.

When any human being breaks the
laws God set in motion, he automat-
ically deprives himself of blessings —
deprives himself of joy, of peace of
mind, of the prosperity that could have
been his, When any human being obeys
the laws God set in motion, he auto-
matically begins to receive blessings —

anguish and suffering, free

inner happiness, peace of mind, in-
creasing prosperity on the job! The way
of obedience is the way of blessings.
The way of disobedience is the lack of
those desired blessings.

People Deprive Themselves
of Blessings

A professing Christian who commits
adultery automatically cuts himself off
from the blessings of a happy marriage.
A non-Christian who obeys the com-

mandment ““Thou shalt not commit
adultery” automatically receives the
blessings of a happier home.

A professing Christian who does not
tithe is stealing from God —he is
breaking one of the Ten Command-
ments. He automatically cuts himself off
from financial blessings that could have
been his. A non-Christian who pays
God his tithes automatically receives
financial blessings because he is obey-
ing a law set in motion to bring finan-
cial prosperity —to keep one out of
debt.

It is that simple!

Many of you are right now heavily
in debt because you have broken God’s
financial law. You have cut yourselves
off from the only source that could
have given you wisdom to keep out of
debt — God. And you are not going
to deliver yourself from debt until you
begin to obey the financial law of
tithing.

Yes, strange as it seems, you — even
if a non-Christian — can prosper and
be free from debt if you make God
your financial partner. In this partner-
ship God gives you 90 percent of the
income. Think of how much the U. §. A.
or the British Commonwealth would
have saved if each had made God a
national partner!

The 10 percent, which God reserved
for Himself since the creation of the
world, is called a #izhe.

All the na-
tions would see our prosperity and
tremble at our feet for help. Today,
because we have failed to pay God His
tithe, we seck foreign nations as part-
ners and we fremble before them when-
ever they slap us in the face for med-
dling in their internal affairs.

There is a REWARD that comes of
tithing. God prospers the tither and
delivers him out of debt. Do you be-
lieve God can do for you what He
did for wealthy Abraham? Or are you
a donbter?

Notice Malachi 3:9-12, a prophecy
for today: “Ye are cursed with a curse,
Yet ye rob Me, even this whole nation.”

While we cannot promise that all questions will find space
for answer in this department, we shall try to answer all that are vital
and in the general interest of our readers.

@ TI've heard many people zalk
about sin, but they leave me
wondering just what sin is —
what it is a person must give up
to become a Christian.

What is this thing we must all repent
of ? Some teach that card-playing, gam-
bling, going to movies, dancing—is sin.
is going contrary to
your “conscience.” Others say “'SIN” is
whatever harms you or hurts someone
else.

Some say “'sin”

And many leave it up to the indi-
vidual himself to DEFINE SIN/

But there is no reason to wonder
about it. God plainly tells us what sin
1s. Notice it! Here is the BIBLE DEFI-
NITION of sin—the ONLY definition that
counts!

Open your Bible to I John 3:4
“Whosoever committeth sin transgress-
eth also the law: for SIN IS..."—
what is it? Read it carefully—"...siN
IS THE TRANSGRESSION OF THE LAW’!
But what law? Let the apostle James
explain it.

“If ye fulfill the royal law according
to the scripture, Thou shalt love thy
neighbour as thyself, ye do well: But
if ye have respect to petsons, ye commit
sIN, and are convinced of the rLaw as
transgressors. For whosoever shall keep
the WHOLE AW, and yet offend in one
point, he is guilty of ALL. For he that
said, Do not commit adultery, said also,
Do not kill. Now if thou commit no
adultery, yet if thou kill, thou art be-
come a transgressor of the rLaw. So
speak ye, and so do, as they that shall

be jupGeED by the law of liberty”
(James 2:8-12).

Now notice carefully what you have
just read.

The Law which tells us what sIN is,
is a law which has pomNTs—and if we
break oNE of those several points, we
are guilty of all. Two of the points
James mentioned say: Do not commit
adultery, and: Do not kill.

Now—do you know of a law in the
Bible which has “points”—and which
says DON'T commit adultery, and don't
kill? Of course you do! The Ten Com-
mandments! The Ten Commandments
DEFINE what sin is. They tell us what
we should and should Not do!

Therefore—notice it—when we re-
pent of sIN, we repent of breaking
God’s r.Aw—we repent of transgressing
or breaking the TEN COMMANDMENTS!
The first four commandments tell us
how to love God; and the last six show
us how to love our neighbor. That's
why James called it a “royal law” which
is summed up in the statement, "“Thou
shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.”

Whenever we BREAK one of the Ten
Commandments, we commit SIN. And
Jesus Christ said, unless we all REPENT
of our sin, we are doomed to PERISH!

Isn’t it time we stop trying to make
up our OWN definitions of sin, and what
we need to repent of, and simply let
God teach us out of His Word? GOD
is the One who tells us what sin is—
what we need to REPENT of doing! If
we don't repent of what HE says is sin,
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then we haven't even begun real re-
pentance!

Perhaps it is time yox asked yourself
if you have REALLY repented in God's
sight — if you have repented of what
God calls and defines as sin.

@® 1 wantto change and give my
life to God, but I don’t know
what to repent of. When I look
at my past, it seems to me I've
been a lot better than some
people I know. What should I
repent of to be a Christian?

You say you haven't fallen short
somewhere along the line?

Look at your past life. Look at the
mistakes you have made. Don't compare
yourself with your neighbors. Compare
your life with God's Commandments.

Let’s just briefly —very briefly —
take a look at the Ten Command-
ments. Have you ever had some “other
god"” before the TRUE God? Have you
been more concerned with what your
family or other people thought than
what God says in His Word ? Have you?

Be honest, now!

Have you ever taken God’s holy,
righteous NAME in vain?

Have you ever bowed down to images
or pictures, even supposing they were of
Christ? (Write for our article on this
subject if you haven't read it.)

Have you ever broken God's holy
Sabbath day?—misused the time He
made holy?

Have you ever—at any time in your
life—shown disrespect to your father
or mother? Have you ever argued with
them, quarreled with them, felt bitter
toward them, shown contempt toward
the “old fogies”?

(Biology of Birds, Wesley Lanyon,
page 22).

We asked the question at the begin-
ning of this article: What does it take
to fly? Can the cabin of an airplane
fly? Can its tail fly? Can any part of
an airplane fly by ITSELF?

Of course not.

But further. Each part has to be en-
gineered in a particular fashion to take
ity part in one giant machine we call
an airplane.

What's the point of all this?

Simply this.

Evolutionists would have us believe
that birds developed the parts they
need to fly — piece by piece! It's rather
inane to think this way about an air-
plane. No airplane can fly unless each
piece is engineered properly so that the
whole unit is airworthy.

But some have gullibly swallowed
this idea when we are told such no-
tions about birds.

Notice what evolutionists say about
the evolution of feathers.

“"During their evolution from rep-
tiles to their modern form, birds be-
came warm-blooded. Then they needed
something other than scales to provide
a covering. With the evolution of
feathers they had a cover that kept
them warm, and in some cases, dry.
This cover was also so light in weight
that it wasn't a burden while they
were improving their  ability to fly.
Their original scales were too heavy for
flight'” (Birds, Robert Allen, page 7).

Now, how did they £now they ought
to fly? How did they xNow they
needed a covering? Did they reason all
this out? How did they “become”
warm  blooded? What does this
“change” involve?

We never foolishly assume an im-
provement is made unless a man REA-
SONS out the process. He comes to un-
derstand there is a problem and figures
out or “engineers” the solution.

Do birds—or rather did
birds” think?

We need to open our eyes and THINK
about some of the statements we accept
from others.

“near-

But feathers are only the first neces-
saty step. If reptiles are to become birds,
a transformation in the whole respira-
tory system is necessary. Notice, how
ornithologists reason about this “devel-
opment.”

Respiratory System

“Birds and mammals have the ability
to maintain a very stable body tempera-
ture in spite of highly variable internal
and external environmental conditions.

“Because of the increased oxygen
supply and greater capacity for heat
regulation required by their high body
temperature, birds have evolved a respi-
ratory system that is perhaps more
highly developed than in any other
group of animals” (Biology of Birds,
Wesley Lanyon, page 32).

Now, what were birds doing before
they “evolved” a highly developed res-
piratory system? Were they freezing to
death as they flew? Did they die of
suffocation? How many hundreds or
thousands of “near-bird” generations
died because they hadn’t “‘discovered”
the secret of transforming their respira-
tory system?

Get the point?

But feathers and respiratory systems
are still only PART of the problem. In
order to fly and be a bird, you have
to have a SKELETAL system that is
unique. Remember, all this must be
“developed” at the same time, if a
“near-bird” is to survive.

Here's what ornithologists admit:

“AFTER birds branched off from the
reptilian family tree most of the modi-
fications in their skeletal structure be-
came divected toward the airborne life.
Their bones became hollow, like dry
macaroni, and some of the larger bones
even evolved internal struts for rein-
forcement.

“Since flight demands a rigid air-
frame, the body box —the rib cage
case and especially the backbone —
became tigid, with some of the bones
fused” (The Birds, Livr Nature Series,
page 35).

Oh, so it was AFTER birds had al-
ready branched off. Supposedly, they
were already flying and feathered. But
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they still hadn’t developed a bird-like
skeletal system to match.

Now how are we to imagine this
took place?

Evolutionists tell us.

“There followed a loss of certain
bones and a fusion of others to insure
maximum rigidity and compactness. In-
creased porosity and a penetration of
bones by air sacs has further lightened
the skeleton as a whole.

“The evolution of the wing of birds
has been marked by the extensive fu-
sion of some bones and the /oss of
others resulting in a remarkably strong
yet lightweight structure” (Biology of
Birds, Wesley Lanyon, pages 24, 25).

Can your mind envisage this?

Here are remarkable engineering
feats — tossed off in a few statements.
How are bones lost? By what method
do others come together? How do
bones make rhemselves porous? How
did new methods of locomotion orig-
inate?

How did harmony result from two
stress-resisting  systems?  Remember,
evolution has no purpose, no plan, is
not necessarily heading in any one di-
rection — say evolutionists.

Again, there is only ONE ANSWER.
A Creator God created birds in the
same manner that an engineer will plan
out, design and construct a modern air-
plane.

But feathers, respiratory systems are
still not enough. In order for a reptile
to become a bird, his whole DIGESTIVE
system would have to be revamped.

Again, we quote from an associate

curator and renowned ornithologist.

Digestive System

"An apparent dilemma posed by the
demands of flight upon the avian di-
gestive system is the need for increased
fuel consumption on the one hand and
economy of weight on the other.

“Unnecessary overloading of the
body is avoided to some extent by a
selective diet consisting of a minimum

of indigestible material. Then, foodstuffs actually ingested are
digested rapidly and efficiently, followed by immediate elimi-
nation of wastes” (Biology of Birds, Wesley Lanyon, page
34).

Large storage capacity of the esophagus, unique division
of the stomach, no bladder and a cloaca for rapid elimination
of waste! — how could all these digestive marvels be “de-
veloped” gradually and independently?

Now how did the “near-birds” know they were in a

dilemma? Did they reason out the fact that they needed more
fuel? Who told them what diet to select?

Does an airplane “decide” to learn what type of fuel it
will use? Has any airplane, jet or rocket decided to overbaul
its motor to keep up with advances in technology — changes
in environment? Ridiculous!

But still we aren’t at an end. For reptiles to become birds
we need a REWIRING JOB — g Ret Rervous system.

Nervous System

“Among the various organ systems of birds, not the least
influenced by the demands of flight has been the nervous
system. This influence has been exercised directly in the case
of a need for coordinating and positioning the body in flight,
and indirectly with regard to sensory perception in be-
haviour patterns that have been modified by flight” (Biology
of Birds, Wesley Lanyon, page 34).

Some of these differences are optic lobes of the brain —
larger than even man’s, disproportionately larger eyes, a
uniquely shaped eyeball.

But WHICH CAME FIRST?

Remember, without feathers, so PERFECTLY designed and
engineered, fused bones, hollow bones, and “new” bones,
wings are no good. Without air sacs, rapidly beating heart,
totally different respiratory system, the wings can’t be flapped
so rapidly—and without complete redesign of all body
muscles, the creature can’t even BEGIN to try to fly.

But even with new muscles, new bones, perfect feathers,
air sacs, rapid heartbeat and speeded-up metabolism, No
NAVIGATIONAL EQUIPMENT! No larger eyes (almost filling
up the cranium), and no coordinating system to OPERATE
all these complex systems.

Let's understand.

You can have an entire plane— but rip out the controls
and instrument panel and the plane will be of no walue.
Now, if you oNLy have the controls and instrument panel
but you lack an airplane — it won’t fly either.

It's either everything or nothing, black or white, one
hundred percent or nothing, These things didn’t evolve. They
couldn’t. They had to be CREATED TOGETHER !

But let’s go further.

What about a “simple” apparatus — the bird’s bill ot
beak?

from vegetation? Why do woodpeckers
have chisel-shaped bills with which
they remove wood in search of insects?
Why is their tongue built to penctrate
deep into bark to ferret out insects?

Why do fish-eating birds have ser-
rations along the edge of the bill —
just what they need to firmly grasp
their food? Why do herons and king-
fishers actually have spears to jab food
with? Why do skimmers have their
bills arranged in such a manner that
they can scoop up fish? The lower
mandible acts like a plow as they skim
across the water scooping up fish.

Why do carnivorous birds have
strong beaks for tearing flesh?

Notice, what a “mechanical marvel”
the beak is.

“A bird’s beak serves it for knife,
fork, and spoon, as well as for ham-
mer and chisel in many species. Its
chief use is in connection with procut-
ing food, so that we find, among birds
as a whole, an EXTREME VARIETY of
shapes of bills, adapted for gathering
various kinds of food” (Birds and their
Attributes, Glover Allen, page 78).

Now did this fantastic array “de-
velop” gradually? If evolution is blind
chance, how did these highly developed
tools come to be?

But more staggering than all this —
is the fantastically variable factor of
NEST building. Just a superficial study
is enough to stagger the imagination.

Nest Building

We quote again from a well-known
ornithologist. Notice carefully the state-
ments made.

“Though the location of the nest, its

form, and the techniques and materials
required for its construction are
extremely diverse among different spe-
cies, the completed nest is REMARKABLY
UNIFORM among the members of a
single species.

“This uniformity is all the more re-
markable when one realizes that many
nests represent the work of young birds
that have had NO PREVIOUS TRAINING
or experience in nest construction”
(Biology of the Birds, Wesley Lanyon,
pages 127-128).

Ah, did you notice?

How did birds, with no previous
training build the same nest as the
other members of its species? Remem-
ber such “acquired characteristics” — if
they be that — couldn't be passed on.
Why are nests so diverse among DIF-
FERENT species, yet so uniform among
a SINGLE species? Again, there simply
is no answer apart from a great Creator
God that built in the “computerized” in-
formation necessary for particular birds
to act in a special fashion.

It's the true and only really logical
answer.

There is tremendous variety among
the birds as to where they build nests,
how these nests are constructed, and
from what materials they are put to-
gether.

Some don’t build nests. The Piping
Plover simply makes a slight depression
in the sand and lines it with bits of
shells. Waterfow]l pluck the down
feathers from the female and make
their nests. The Fairy Terns lay and
hatch their eggs on bare branches. The
Chimney Swift builds its nest of twigs.
It uses its own sticky saliva as glue.

The South American ovenbird uses
mud. The Crested Flycatcher uses a
convenient cavity in a tree. The Downy
Woodpecker excavates his own nest.
The Blue-gray Gnatcatcher uses lichen
to cover and camouflage its nest.

And still —all this is only the be-
ginning!

To study, and study carReruLLy, the
nesting habits of just ONE BIRD would

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stagger the imagination! The most un-
usual bird of all will be presented in
these pages in a future issue—the Aus-
tralian MEGAPODE (big foot), a “brush
turkey” which INCUBATES the eggs in
a huge mound of compost. The mega-
pode BAFFLES evolutionists. For this
creature alone to have evolved is UT-
TERLY IMPOSSIBLE !

But that's not all.

The breathtaking marvels of actual
'FLIGHT, as caught by a fast camera lens
are beautiful and inspiring to see! The
imagination-defying trips of the many
migratory birds — with FAR more ac-
curate and dependable navigational
equipment BUILT INTO those tiny brains
than can be placed in the multimillion
dollar jet aircraft of today— those
mysterious trips are MARVELOUS to
study!

It is suffering
from poison that is paralyzing the
whole of society. This poison attacks
the minds of our children. The poison
iS WRONG EDUCATION !

What EDUCATION Really Is

Proper education may be defined
as the ART OF SUCCESSFUL LIVING,

By this definition very few are really
becoming educated. Too few young
people are being taught how to live.
Education is not merely gained in
classrooms from books. Genuine educa-
tion includes much more — a lifetime of
acquiring knowledge, of practical ex-
perience, of travel, of contact with God.

The source of education is God! But
God is not accepted in the schools.
Educators have forgotten that “The
Eternal giveth wisdom: out of His
mouth cometh knowledge and under-
standing” (Prov. 2:6).

Every human being, as long as he is
cut off from God, can never become
fully educated, no matter how great his
material knowledge may be. Complete
education involves SPIRITUAL VALUES.
The truly educated person becomes
physically, mentally, emotionally and
spiritually matured. Since the natural
mind, cut off from God, cannot discern
spiritual values, only those whose lives
God is molding and using — converting
— can become fully educated.

Conversion means a change of mind,
a change of behavior. It is not accom-
plished in a minute —it is a lifetime
of study and work. It is an educational
process of growing to complete maturity.
It means becoming converted from MAN
mnto GOD.

To convert anything means to change
it. We are to become converted into
God! How many educators know that?

Man'’s destiny is to be born into the
God family. That means we are to begin
to think, act, behave like God. We learn
how God thinks and acts from the Bible.
The Bible reveals the character of God.
The Bible is therefore life’s basic fext-
book.

But God wants us to add to our fund
of knowledge whatever man can cor-
rectly discover for himself. That is the
real purpose of schools and colleges.
But how many institutions are based
on these principles?

As far as we know, only the three
campuses of Ambassador College!

In contrast, most colleges and uni-
versities today are sick. Teachers have
forgotten — or probably never knew —
the real purpose of life. Agnosticism
permeates their ranks. Hostility toward
Divine Authority fills the classroom.
Students absorb this spirit of hostility
—and rebel against almost any au-
thority.

Then teachers wonder why!

Now let us understand how faulty
education commenced and what you
can do about it.

How Faulty Education Began

The present educational system is
based upon a mixture of truth and error
— mostly error!

We are living in the climactic age
when six thousand years of the wrong
kind of education is finally bearing its
fruit. The present educational system
is 2 COUNTERFEIT SCHEME of God's
plan of conversion. It all began, if you
have ears to hear, with events in the
Garden in Eden.

God instructed Adam in right knowl-
edge. God, then, was a teacher — the
Supreme Teacher. He imparted to the
man knowledge of the purpose of life.
He revealed the principles that would
lead to a happy marriage. And He

commanded man to obey that way for
his own good.

Now notice how Satan — the archi-
tect of today’s educational systems—
commenced his scheme. See, with your
own eyes, the similarity between it and
the techniques used by all too many ed-
ucators today.

Did he commence by rejecting the
previous instructions of God? No! He
first planted dowbt in the mind of the
woman. Then he perverted what God
said. He appealed to greed and vanity.
He implied that God wanted man
chained to ignorance. Isn’t that what
most educators are saying today?

Here are Satan’s words: “God doth
know” — but He hasn’t told you — He
has concealed it from you — “that in the
day ye eat thereof, [take of the fruit of
the tree that God had expressly forbid-
den} your eyes shall be opened [to
understanding], and ye shall be as gods,
knowing good and evil” (Genesis 3:5).

Observe that the devil promised man
knowledge. God had given man the way
to knowledge, but the adversary offered
another way to acquire it — through ex-
perimentation — through disobedience to
the express commands of God the great
Teacher. All man needed to do was to
throw off the authority of God’s instruc-
tion. Man could solve all his problems
apart from the Creator, said the devil.
His students parrot the same argument
today!

This is the origin of today’s educa-
tional system! It began by questioning
God’s function and prerogatives. It be-
gan by launching man on the road of
human search for understanding with-
out God — the way that seems right to
man, but which will end in destruction
(Prov. 16:25).

Unlearning Error

True education — conversion — in-
volves the process of unlearning as well
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as of learning. Of checking into the
ideas which we have taken for granted.
Let’s take note of the classic example of
Moses.

Moses was trained in Egyptian edu-
cation for 40 years. Stephen said of
him: "Moses was learned in all the wis-
dom of the Egyptians, and was mighty
in words and in deeds” (Acts 7:22).

Egypt possessed the wisdom of that
world. So thorough had been his train-
ing that Moses had to undergo another
40 years unlearning the errors which he
acquired in Egypt. It was only when he
had unlearned those errors that God
used him. Moses didn't let down in his
studies — he made use of his previous
training in Pharach's court schools, but
now directed his life into the right
channels.

Through Moses God communicated
His plan of education which the world
rejected at the beginning. God revealed
to Moses and to Israel His laws that
are the way to peace of mind, happiness,
abundant prosperity. He also revealed
an additional fund of knowledge em-
bodying the histoty of man from Crea-
tion. To preserve this PRICELESs heri-
tage, God gave them three grear princi-
ples of education.

Three Forgotten Principles

Frrst: Parents are to train and in-
struct their children. The neglect of this
obligation by parents and their failure
to teach this duty of parenthood to the
succeeding generation is the primary
cause of all world ills. To insure educa-
tion in the home God instituted mar-
riage and made it UNBREAKABLE except
by death. Notice the Bible exposition of
this principle: "Ye rhall teach ... your
children, speaking of [God’s instruc-
tion] when thou sittest down, and
when thou risest up” (Deut. 11:19).
This same command is repeated by Paul
in Ephesians 6:4.

Second: The educators are to be God'’s
ministers and teachers. They do not
choose this profession on their own.
God calls them to instruct the parents
and children in the ways and the laws of
God. How many are doing that today?

The Ten Commandments are “ex-
ceedingly broad” said David (Psalm
119:96). They constitute the broad
foundation of all knowledge which
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God's ministers and teachers are com-
manded to communicate to the people.
God’s Commandments are the foun-
dation of a true liberal arts education.
They reveal how to live, how to be
happy, how to enjoy peace of mind.

In Leviticus 10:11 God’s educators
and ministers are commanded to “teach
the children of Israel all the statutes
which the Lord hath spoken unto them
by the hand of Moses.”” And again in
Malachi 2:7, we read: “For the priest’s
lips should kEEP KNOWLEDGE; and they
should SEEK THE LAW AT HIS MOUTH:
for he is the messenger of the Lord of
Hosts.”

The New Testament church is built
on the apostles and prophets. Today's
professing Christianity has rejected both
— and has substituted instead the pagan
philosophers as the foundation of knowl-
edge.

Christians are to do the works of
Abraham, who was both parent and
prophet. Of him we read: “He will
command his children and his house-
hold after him, and they shall keep the
way of the Eternal, to do justice and
judgment” (Genesis 18:19).

Third: Special skills are to be taught
by those trained in each particular
field of occupation. We read in Exodus
35:34, 35 about technical training: “He
[God] has also given him Oholiab the
son of Ahisamak, belonging to the clan
of Dan, ability To TRAIN OTHERS en-
dowing them with skill in every skillful
craft in engraving, in decorating, in
handling violet, purple, and scatlet
yarn, in working with fine linen, in
weaving, and in all sorts of trades and
arts”™ (Moffatt translation).

Notice that God did not require the
Levites (His ministers under the old
covenant) or the parents to train their
children in technical fields in every case
— that was often reserved for special-
ists.

This is God's plan for education. [t
is a perfect balance between the home,
the church and the schools. Nations
do Not follow this procedure today.

Today’s Babylonish Educational
' System
Babylon means confusion. Our edu-
cational system is a confusion of truth
and error. It is the outgrowth of what
commenced at Babel. It spread to all
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nations and has been transmitted
through all generations.

It is high time we acquaint our-
selves with the facts behind the pres-
ent educational system — then we will
see clearly why Ambassador College is
different.

It did not take the ancient Egyp-
tians long to corrupt the three basic
principles of education. At the dawn of
its history, Egypt had the professional
teacher — priests who believed in the
idea of making priests the oNLY POS-
SESSORS OF KNOWLEDGE and in keeping
the masses in general ignorance. Only
the nobles were instructed so that the
few could rule the many through ig-
norance and poverty, No wonder Egypt
has become the basest of nations (Ezek.
29:15-16).

In ancient Greece, leading educators
tried to have family life and family ties
totally abolished. Aristotle, the great
philosopher, allowed the family unit to
remain, but he regarded it as likely to
affect children more for evil than for
good. Apparently in his day parents
were not properly training their chil-
dren. In place of the parents, the State
took over responsibility for educating
children.

In Athens, a city-state of ancient
Greece, education emphasized the in-
tellect. Here developed rhetoric, train-
ing in the skills of clever public speak-
ing. Look at the character of that kind
of education:

“For all the Athenians and strangers
which were there spent their time in
nothing else, but either to tell, or to
hear some new thing” (Acts 17:21).
Today Greek philosophy has filled most
of our institutions of higher learning.

Roman education was originally prac-
tical, eivic and moral. Youths were
taught Roman law — not God's law —
by hearing their fathers decide cases of
clients in the halls. This was gradually
supplanted by the Greek system. Into
this world of pagan education came
Christianity. ‘The children of early
Christians attended the pagan Roman
schools because they had none of their
own. They used the pagan textbooks.
The inevitable happened! After the fall
of the Roman Empire, the pagan teach-
ing and doctrines of ancient Rome were
engrafted onto Christianity. Pagan in-
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fluences dominated education and the
people remained in superstitious igno-
rance for a thousand years!

In the Middle Ages state universi-
ties were founded — under the control
of the Church. Later grammar schools
were founded in connection with ca-
thedrals, and trade schools in connec-
tion with medieval guilds. Materialism
was slowly emerging. Little schooling
occurred until after the unstable 18th
century. The popular idea in that cen-
tury of the “natural rights” of man led
to the belief that boys should be trained
to meet the world. And thus was born
the modern educational system.

Secular Education Rejects God

Educators did not look to God's
revelation for instruction on founding
an educational system. They used their
buman reasorn and adopted NATIONAL
SYSTEMS OF PUBLIC EDUCATION. Be-
cause they saw through the superstitions
of the Middle Ages, modern educators
rejected religion in general and the
Bible in particular. They assumed that
the pagan practices foisted upon the
world during the preceding centuries
came from the Bible! This demonstrates
how little they studied to prove what
they believed.

The situation is no better today. In-
structors are too often slaves to their
textbooks — slaves to “authorities” who,
cut off from God, disagree among them-
selves.

People today are not fully aware of
the trend
trend into materialism and specialization

in modern education —a
without character and
mind of man to control and utilize his
discoveries.

training  the

Young people are not being taught
that spiritual and technical knowledge
go hand in hand. The rules of right
living are not understood because the
entire society has departed from God's
ways. While humanity has suddenly
progressed uP the road of industrial
achievement, we are at the same time
traveling down the highway of greed
and vanity. Instruction in self-control
and character development is almost en-
tirely lacking in the home, the school
and the church.

But not at Ambassador College!

At Ambassador College, students are
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taught to think! Too often, today, col-
lege students merely memorize, and take
for granted, what the textbook says.

Or, if they are fold to think, they are
not tanght how!

Education in most institutions of
higher learning has become a matter
of memory training. Of accepting the
latest scientific fad!

Opportunity for Young People

Education in the world today is basi-
cally atheistic. It refuses to admit God
into its academic studies. It limits itself
to mere material knowledge of science.
It judges everything by faulty human
reason.

Suppose you were a geology student
at one of the leading universities in
America or Great Britain. What would
you be taught? Why, the theory of evo-
lution, of course! Every textbook in use
would take it for granted.

And what if you should ask, “Where
does God fit in all this?”

You would probably be laughed out
of class. The lecturer would most likely
suggest that this is a class in geology,
not theology! One student, who later
came to Ambassador College, was point-
edly told to discuss theelogy oxtside the
classroom. “What has God,” asked the
professor, “got to do with geology?”

At Ambassador College, education is
different. Students are taught all sides

of a subject. They are taught how to

think a problem through, how to un-
cover the truth.

What is it like, for example, in a
geology class? Are Ambassador students
taught both the theory of evolution
and the facts of creation?

Indeed! We use, as a basic text, the
latest standard work in evolutionary
geology!

I, for example, teach to graduating
seniors at Ambassador College in Pasa-
dena a course in Classical Literature.
Every year I find students amazed to
learn that the concept of evolution has
influenced literature ever since the time
of the pagan Greek philosophers.

Scientists, today, would have you be-
lieve that the theory of evolution is
modern. Darwin is given much of the
credit for it

What students are often not aware
of is that the theory of evolution — and
it is still a theory — was originally put
forth over 2000 years ago by ignorant
pagans in the DIM REACHES OF AN-
TIQUITY !

Its real history has been carefully
guarded and concealed. Yet, strangely
enough, it has been preserved in classi-
cal literature for us today. Our students
read it every year.

Evolution in Roman Schools!

Imagine, if you can, a class of students
studying geology or any of the sciences
in the average high school or college of
today. Now place them in a science class
two thowsand years ago in the Roman
World.

You would probably imagine that the
typical student in the Roman World
would be shocked and surprised at the
“new knowledge” of the twentieth cen-
tury science student. But such is NoT
THE CASE AT ALL!

The student of two thousand years
ago would disinterestedly exclaim —
upon hearing the “modern” theory of
evolution — “Why, that is what WE'RE
TAUGHT in our schools.”

These Roman students would have
been exposed to and taught fundamen-
tally the same evolutionary ideas as are
promulgated today!

the pagan Roman schools is preserved
by the famous Greek writer, Diodorus
of Sicily. He wrote around 50 B.c. —
over two thousand years ago!

Here's what Ambassador students
read, in Classical Literature, from Dio-
dorus:

“When in the beginning,” wrote Dio-
dorus, “the universe was being formed,

. ."—he doesn’t tell us how —

“Then, when their bodies separated
from one another” (that sounds quite
like the modern “big bang theory")
* . .. the air set up a continual motion,
and the FIERY ELEMENT IN IT gathered
into the highest regions” (Diodorus
Siculus, vol. 1, bk. 1, chap. 7, part 1-4).

This is little different from what is
taught today in evolutionary scientific
circles. The ideas are now dressed up in
scientific terminology of course.

What Diodorus recorded is today
called the “big bang theory.” It is the
latest fad of science. You can read it in
most geology or science textbooks — if
you carefully compare!

“Now as regards the first origin of
mankind” said Diodorus, "two opinions
have arisen among the best authorities
both on nature and on history” (Dio-
dorus Siculus, vol. 1, bk. 1, chap. 7.1).

Even in the days of Diodorus —
“opinions” were put forth by the “best
authorities.” And they still remain opin-
fons to this day!

To continue the ancient pagan theory
of evolution:

“When in the beginning, as their
account runs,” that is, as taught in Ro-
man schools, “the universe . . . took on
in all its parts the ordered form in which
it is now seen . . .

“Since its surface was in a ferment
because of the warmth, portions of the
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WET SWELLED UP in masses in many
places, and in these [masses] pustules
covered with delicate membranes made
their appearance . . . and while the wet
[swampy region] was being impreg-
nated with life, by reason of the warmih
.. . the living things forthwith received
their nourishment from the mist that
fell from the enveloping air. . .

“And since the earth . . . was finally
no longer able to generate any of the
larger animals . . . each kind of living
creatures was now begotten by BREED-
ING WITH ONE ANOTHER” — by the
process of gradual evolution (bk. 1,
chap. 7.1-7).

How strikingly similar to what is
taught in the average science classroom
today!

Nothing Really New

But even more shocking is what our
students discover in Diodorus’ account
of how the ancients viewed the origin
and condition of eatly man. One would
think he were reading from a modern
textbook on anthropology, paleontology,
or geology.

Diodorus continues:

“But the first men to be born, they
say, led an wndisciplined and bestial life,
setting out one by one to secure their
sustenance and taking for their food
both the tenderest herbs and the fruits
of wild trees.

“Since they were attacked by the wild
beasts, they came to each other’s aid:

“Though the sounds which they made
were af first unintelligible and indistinct,
YET GRADUALLY they came to give ar-
ticulation to their speech . . .

“Now the first men . . . led a wretched
existence, having no clothing to cover
them, knowing not the use of dwelling
and fire . . . little by little, however, ex-
perience taught them both to take to
the CAVES IN WINTER and to store
such fruits as could be preserved. And
when they had become acquainted with
fire and other useful things, the arts
also and whatever else is capable of
furthering man’s social life were gradu-
ally discovered” (Diodorus Siculus, vol.
L, bk. 1, chap. 8.1-6).

Here is the pagan Roman attempt
to explain how the universe and life
came to be without a Creator.

Educators today have adopted the
same ignorant, pagan idea.

CHAPTER ONE HUNDRED

BUILD A TEMPLE?

s \ HEN thousands of Philistines poured into the valley just south of Jerusalem,
David was uncertain as to what his battle strategy should be. He had to ask God
what to do. When he was told that the Israelites would win if they were to attack

the enemy, his usual confidence was restored.

Faith and Wisdom

He didn’t rush out immediately toward the Philistines just because he knew
God could and would help him. He used the good judgment and strategy that God
expected of him. Next, he quickly deployed parts of his army out beyond both rims of
the valley so that they couldn’t be seen by the enemy. He put the Israelites in positions
to surround the Philistines, who were gambling that the Israelite army would prob-
ably hole up in the strong fortress at Jerusalem.

The sudden attack of the Israelites down the sloping sides of the valley was too
much for the Philistines. They realized that such a thing could happen, and they felt
that they were prepared. But when David’'s troops actually came rushing down at
them in a squeeze maneuver, they broke ranks and frantically raced back toward the
southwest. So many of them were killed by the Israelites that they were utterly defeated
without being able to fight in their usually furious manner.

In their hasty retreat they lost much equipment and arms valuable to the Israelites.
Even many of their idols — good luck charms of that day — were left behind. These
were mostly small images of animals carried on the persons of the soldiers, who

looked to them for protection and welfare. Ridiculous as this seems, many people

today still carry certain small items they seriously regard as their “good luck™ charms.

These can be anything from coins and crosses to four-leaf clovers and rabbits’ feet.

Not all the Philistine soldiers’ idols were the kind that could be carried in
pockets or bags. Some were so large that they had to be borne on frames or pedestals
carried by men. Large or small they were all burned in a roaring fire. They were
worthless objects, and David knew that God wanted them destroyed. (II Samuel 5:17-
21.) Back when the Israelites were in the fortieth year of their wandering in the
deserts, God informed Moses that idols should be burned. (Deuteronomy 1:3 and
also 7:5, 25.) If they weren't, they could end up as souvenirs for the Israelites,
some of whom might develop a superstitious attitude toward them.

David was thankful that God had helped defeat the Philistines. But he knew
that one defeat wouldn't keep them away for very long. He returned to Jerusalem
with his army to enjoy several months of peace. Then the enemy appeared again in
Rephaim valley, this time in even greater numbers. (II Samuel 5:22.) Once more
David asked God what to do. God told him that he should wait until the Philistines
had pitched camp in the valley, and then take his men, quietly and unseen, to one
side of the valley where there was a long, thick stand of mulberry trees. He was to
wait behind the trees with his men until a strong breeze would come up to rustle the
mulberry leaves. That was to be the signal for the Israelites to attack.

Later, as David and his soldiers patiently waited after dark behind the trees, a
breeze came up after a calm of several hours. At first the gentle movement of air only
slightly stirred the leaves. As it grew stronger, the leaves began to rustle in such a
way that they produced a suspicious sound. This sound grew in volume until it

reached the ears of the Philistines, part of whom were camped close to the trees.

To them, as it became louder, it was like many men sneaking through the trees.

Convinced that a tremendous force was coming toward them, the Philistines
fell into a state of panic. At the same time, David's men raced through the trees and
fell upon their distraught enemies with such force that thousands of the Philistines
died in the valley. Thousands more managed to elude the attack by the Israelites, who
stubbornly pursued them so tenaciously that they kept picking off the fleeing Philistines
as they struggled to reach safety in their native country. The Israelites didn't give up
the chase until they had run the remnants of the enemy army all the way to southern
Philistia near the border of Egypt close to the Great Sea. (II Samuel 5:23-25.)

David Brings the Ark to Jerusalem

With the Philistines again defeated through God’s help, David was for a time
free to apply himself to matters other than war. For one thing, he wanted to bring
the ark of the covenant to Jerusalem from the hill town of Kirjath-jearim. There it
had been left many years before, after the Philistines had fearfully sent it back
following their miserable experiences with it. (I Samuel 6.)

Traveling with many Israelite leaders and musicians, and with a magnificent
procession of thousands of soldiers to put down any possible trouble from the Phil-
istines, David went to the home of a man named Abinadab in Kirjath-jearim, about
eight miles west of Jerusalem. (II Samuel 6:1-3.) The ark had been in that home
for several decades, where it was watched over by a priest named Eleazar, one of
Abinadab’s sons. (I Samuel 7:1-2.)

The ark was loaded on a cart that had been built especially for the purpose of
transporting it, although that was not the means by which God meant it to be carried.
(Exodus 25:10-16; Exodus 37:1-5.) Uzzah and Ahio, two of Abinadab’s sons, drove
the ox team that pulled the cart. (II Samuel 6:3.) To give an air of celebration to the
bringing of the ark to Jerusalem, David's musicians walked before the cart and played
their harps, tambourines, cymbals, drums and bagpipes, (in the King James translation
called “psalteries.”) David marched behind the cart, and behind him came the thou-
sands who had accompanied him to obtain the ark.

As the colorful procession neared Jerusalem, one of the oxen stumbled in a rut.
The cart was jerked so severely that it appeared that the ark might tumble over. With-
out giving a thought to what the result would be, Uzzah reached out to steady the ark
with one hand. That was the last act of his life. (Il Samuel 6:4-7.) The ark was to
be handled only by the poles that were extended through its rings, and touching it
was strictly forbidden. (Numbers 4:15.) God made no exception with Uzzah, even

though that man’s intentions may not have been consciously wrong. Uzzah should have
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known the consequences, for the Levites had copies of God's Word. They were
required to know what they were doing and to keep the Scriptures always before them.
(Deuteronomy 17:18-20.)

When David saw that Uzzah was dead, he was very grieved. The happy tempera-
ment of the whole procession sank. Thinking that God may have been displeased
because of the moving of the ark, David decided not to try to take it any farther. He
directed that it should be left at the nearby home of an acquaintance named Obed-
edom, who lived on the western outskirts of Jerusalem. (II Samuel 6:8-10.)

As the weeks went by, David became more concerned about the ark. He feared
he might be responsible for bringing some kind of curse on Obed-edom by leaving
the ark with him. Three months after Uzzah’s death, upon inquiring about Obed-edom,
David was pleasantly relieved to learn that the man had recently come into a state of
prosperity and that everything was going well for all his family. Some members of
his family who had been ill were enjoying the best of health because they had been
suddenly and miraculously healed. David could only conclude that God had blessed the
people in Obed-edom’s home because of the presence of the ark there. (11 Samuel 6:11.)

This caused him to decide to go at once to bring it to Jerusalem.

The Right Way to Rejoice

Having planned and prepared more carefully this time, David and the high
priest instructed Levites in how to handle the ark. (I Chronicles 15:2.) They
carried it on foot as they should, holding the poles on their shoulders. Musicians and
singers went ahead of the ark, and there was constant music and happy shouting. As
before, a great throng followed. Occasionally the ark bearers would stop with their
load and burnt offerings would be made nearby on temporary altars that had been
built along the route into Jerusalem.

As the procession entered the city, David felt constrained to express his gay
and thankful emotions by dancing. Tossing aside his royal tunic, he broke into a very
strenuous series of surprisingly graceful leaps and gyrations to the accompaniment
of the musicians. The crowd was pleased. (II Samuel 6:12-15.) Probably God was
pleased, too, because the Bible says that we should praise the Creator by song,
instrumental music and proper dancing. (Psalm 33:1-3.)

But there was one, watching from a window, who was anything but gratified.
It was Michal, Saul's daughter, one of David’s wives. (II Samuel 6:16.) She hated

her husband for what he was doing. She thought it was shameful for David to
dance a “Highland fling” as the common people might do.
“What a conceited show-off!” she thought. “He’s making a disgraceful fool of
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himself just to impress all those silly young women in the crowd. He won't feel so

much like an athletic hero when I tell him what I think of him when he comes home!”

The ark was brought into
the special tent that David had
prepared for it. More burnt of-
ferings and peace offerings were
made. A great amount of food
was distributed to the crowd, in-
cluding bread, meat and wine.
After all had eaten, David pro-
nounced a blessing on them and
they returned to their homes. (II
Samuel 6:17-19.)

David was pleased because
of the day's events, but he
wasn't very happy when he
returned to his home to be
confronted by Michal’s glaring
eyes.

“How glorious was the king
of Israel today,” Michal smirked.
“Did you really imagine that the
young women were moved by
your odd motions? T saw you
prancing around out there. You
acted as though bees were
trapped inside your clothes!”

“T danced only because I
was happy that the ark was being
brought into Jerusalem,” David
sternly told Michal. “I did
nothing shameful. I could have
done much worse and still not
be as vile as you seem to

think I have been. I'm sure
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Michal, David’s first wife, became jealously angry
when she looked out of her home and saw David
dancing in such a lively manner in front of the street
crowd.

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Angered because of her husband’s rebuke, Michal flounced away. From that
day on David had little or no affection for her. As a result of speaking so unjustly
to David, she never had any children. (II Samuel 6:20-23.)

Build a Temple?

After David had moved into the building that had been a gift from Hiram,
king of Tyre, David began to consider how much better his personal surroundings
were than those of the ark, which was housed only in a tent.

“The™ ark should rest in a more elegant place than that in which I live,”
David told Nathan the prophet. “What do you think of my planning a fine temple
to house the ark?”

“Surely God would be pleased by such a respectful act,” Nathan replied. I
should think that He would bless you and all Israel for carrying out such a won-
derful idea.”

That night, however, God contacted Nathan in a vision to tell him that Da-
vid's plan wasn't according to what God approved.

“Tell David that I haven't required anything more than. a tent or a tabernacle
for my presence since the Israelites came out of Egypt,” God informed Nathan.
“I have never suggested that I want or need any other kind of dwelling for the ark.
Years from now, when David is dead, I shall have his son erect a building to be
dedicated to me. But there is something more important. Unlike Saul's family, which
I put aside because of disobedience, one of David's descendants will rule forever
over the kingdom I shall establish. Thus, instead of David building a house for
me, I shall build a house for him — the ancestral line that will be known as the
house of David.” (II Samuel 7:1-13.)

Next morning Nathan told David of his vision and all that God had said to
him. David wasn’t disappointed to learn that God didn’t want him to build a spe-
cial house for the ark. Instead, he was happily excited to learn that he would have
a son whom God would direct in building a temple that would be dedicated to
the Creator, and which would be an appropriate resting place for the ark. David
immediately sought a place of privacy to sit in meditation before God and give
thanks for God's wonderful promises and blessings to himself and to Israel (II
Samuel 7:14-29.)

Because of David's obedience and because the people were looking more and
more to God for the right ways to live, a period of release from surrounding
enemies began to dawn for all Israel. Since Israel didn't completely trust God for

divine protection, however, this security came about only after furious battles

through which David led his troops with God’s miraculous help. Even though Israel
didn’t completely trust God, He kept His promise and delivered them from their
enemies.

Little Faith — Little Peace

One of David's first military accomplishments at that time was to attack the
Philistines on the west border of Canaan and force them so far back into their terri-
tory that the Israelites seized some of their main cities and occupied them for
several years. This reversed conditions for the Israelites who lived near Philistia. They
had long been subject to the demanding whims of the Philistines. (II Samuel 8:1.)

After establishing garri-

taken in former raids into
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There was still another area where Israel was troubled by enemies. It was in
the territories of Manasseh, Gad, and Reuben, whose northern and northeastern
limits were meant to extend to the Euphrates River. After Joshua’s time, this had
become a part of the land of the Syrians. (Syrians are called Aramaeans in the
original Hebrew Bible.) The chief Syrian kingdom was Zobah. The king of Zobah
long since moved his army southwest across the Fuphrates River with the intention
of edging on down through the territory of Manasseh.

Intent on recovering the region occupied by the enemy, David marched his
army northward to the general vicinity of Mt. Hermon. Scouts who had gone in
advance returned to tell their king that thousands of Aramaean soldiers of Zobah

were encamped on a high plain farther on to the north.

“Besides a great army, they have thousands of horses and chariots,” the scouts
reported. "Most of the ground is fairly level, and they can make terrible use of
those bladed vehicles!”

David was far from happy because of this report. But he wasn’t discouraged.
He was aware that it was God’s intention that the Zobahites should be driven out
of Canaan, and he was confident that the army of Israel could be the means by
which the task would be accomplished. After moving within sight of the enemy
forces, David could see that they were extended over such a wide area that it would
be unwise to try to surround them. A close study of the terrain gave him an idea
how he might deal with the Aramaean chariots, a matter of deep concern to him.
After conferring with Joab, who was now next in command under him, and with
his lesser officers, David moved his men to a part of the plateau heavily strewn with
small boulders. By this time the Syrians (Aramaeans) had seen the Israelites, and there
was feverish activity in their camp.

The Bible doesn’t give any details of the battle that quickly ensued. But it is
possible that at Joab's command part of the Israelites marched on across the rocky
region and out to a smoother part of the ground. A wide cloud of dust swelled up
off the plain in front of the Aramaean camp. It was a welcome sign to David,
because it meant that the chariots had been sent out to attack them. Soon the thun-
der of thousands of pounding hoofs could be heard across the plateau. At another
command from Joab the marching Israelites came to a halt. Then, as the chariots
came nearer, the troops obeyed another order to swiftly retreat. The men of Zobah,
now very close, hoped to race into the ranks of the fleeing Israelites and mow them

down with the big, sharp blades that extended from the sides of the chariots.

Few — even professing ‘‘Christians’’ — understand some of
this Biblical terminology. Few understand the difference be-
tween being “saved by GRACE,” and “rewarded according
to WORKS." Here is a surprising sequel to the article, ““What
Do You Mean . . . Salvation?” in the December (1966) issue

OME RELIGIONISTS, who talk much
about “salvation” and “grace” ac-
cuse me of proclaiming “a salva-

tion by works.” The
FALSE !

accusation s

The anNswER to these false accusa-
tions is something FEW people com-
prehend — including the world's reli-
glous. leaders!

So LET's UNDERSTAND! For this is
VITAL to YOUR LIFE!

There’s a Vast Difference!

There is a great difference between
being “saved by GRAcE,” and “'re-
warded according to works.” To UN-
DERSTAND, you need to know what
“salvation” is, and what ‘“‘reward”
means.

The Bible tells us what are “the
spiritual  consequences of sin.” But
“salvation” means, also, “preservation.”
In this case, preservation of LIFE. One
verse in the Bible explains BorH: “For
the wages of sin is DEATH; but the
gift of God is ETERNAL LIFE through
Jesus Christ our Lord™ (Rom. 6:23).
EARN by the
“works” of SIN is eternal DEATH. It is
ETERNAL PUNISHMENT — and
the punishment is DEATH, and #ot life,

The “wages” you
since

it is eternal DEATH. You now have
only a chemical, temporary, physical
existence, sustained by breathing, eat-
ing, drinking, and your physical heart
continuing to beat and circulate your
blood. Stop breathing, stop your heart
beating, you die — you cease to live —

— an eye-opening article.
by Herbert W. Armstrong

almost instantly. Stop eating and drink-
ing, and you'll die in 45 or S0 days.

So, to PRESERVE LIFE means the
GIFT of ETERNAL LIFE — spirit life —
self-sustaining, INHERENT life.

Salvation, then, means to PRESERVE
you FROM cternal death, the “wages”
or consequences of sin, and to GIVE
you inherent ETERNAL LIFE.

So, then, ETERNAL LIFE is something
YOU DO NOT NOW HAVE. It is something
you have no power to supply, or give
to yourself. You can’t earn it by
"WORKS.” It comes as God’s free GIFT.
Neither can you erase the PENALTY of
sin — that is, PREVENT eternal DEATH.
For "“aLL have sinned” (Rom. 3:23).
That includes you! You have brought
on yourself the eternal DEATH SEN-
TENCE, as a penalty!

The Bible teaches NOTHING about an
“immortal soul.” On the contrary, it
teaches, twice, that “the soul that sin-
neth, it shall pie” (Ezek. 18:4, 20).
Jesus said the “soul” can be DESTROYED
in gehenna fire (Mat. 10:28).

What your own "works” have earned
for you is the “wages” of ETERNAL
DEATH. You see, everyone has “works”
— either good, or bad! And your bad
works have earned the wages of eternal
DEATH. Good works can earn some-
thing, too — which T will explain later
— but it is NoT “Salvation” or eternal
life!

Gop oNLy has immortality. He has
it INHERENT. He has it 1o Give. You
do Nor have it! You must go to
Gop to get it!

But, your sins have cur vou OFF
from God! (Isa. 59:1-2.) You are
so cuT OFF that you cannot reach
Him! There is an impassable BARRIER
between you and Him, brought on by
your SINS!

How, then, can you gain ACCESS to
Almighty God (the Father), to receive
from Him eternal life and salvation —
AS His Gier? Well, Isaiah says, “let the
wicked forsake his way” (Isa. 55:6-
8) —the way of smN. And, further,
"God so LOVED THE WORLD [of sin-
ners}, that He Gave His only begotten
Son, that whosoever believeth in Him
should NoT perish, but have everlast-
ing LIFE” (John 3:16).

Yes, but HOW?

The answer is in Romans 5:8-10:
“But God commendeth His love to-
ward us, in that, while we were yet
sinners, Christ died for us. Much more,
then, being Now by His
blood...” Gt TtHIS! “Being Now
justified” — HOW? — by “works”? No,
by Christ’s pEATH — by His blood. He
shed His blood and prep.

justified

So—1F you repent of sinning —
that is, turn around to go the OTHER
WAY — forsake YOUR way — the way
contrary to God's Law, and turn to
Gon’s wAY — the way of His Law —
if you have thus REPENTED of sin-
ning, and have accepted Jesus Christ as
accepted His
DEATH a5 PAYMENT IN FULL for YOUR
sins

your personal Saviour

accepted Him as personal Sav-
iour not only from the PENALTY of
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past sins, but as livizg Saviour to save
you from SINNING (now and in the
future) then you are Now forgiven
past guilt— you are now JUSTIFIED
of your guilty past.

But “justified” refers to the guilty
past, not to the FUTURE!

e

So, CONTINUE this Scripture:
Much more, then, being now justified
by His blood, we SHALL BE saved by
Him. ... Notice, being "'SAVED" Is
yet in the future. We are now “justi-
fied,” by God’s grace — by Jesus’ DEATH
—and SHALL BE (future) “saved.”
But, continue, verse 10 of Romans 5:
“...For if, when we were enemies,
we were RECONCILED to God by the
death of His Son..." here, you see,
being jusTiFIED by Christ's death is
ALSO being RECONCILED to Gob by
His death. In other words, we have at
last, through Christ's death established
CONTACT with God.

Now same  sentence:
“...much more, being reconciled, we
shall be saved BY HIS LIFE.”

Not already '“‘saved.” But "shall be
saved” And wHow? Saved by the
“blood of Christ”? — by His pEaTH?
NO!!! By His LIFE! We are justified
of past guilt, which had cut us off
from access to God, by Christ's DEATH
— but sHALL BE, in the future, SAVED
by His LIFE. He ROSE from the dead.
He is a living Christ!

HOW Eternal Life Comes

continue,

So, with the sentence of eternal
DEATH paid for us—our past sins
which put a barrier between us and
God JUSTIFIED — we are now RECON-
cILED to God — given access. And HE
has ETERNAL LIFE
containing life — to GIVE.

inherent — self-

How, then, do we receive it from
Him?

Notice a couple of pivotal Scrip-
tures: "For as the Father hath life in
Himself; so hath He given to the Son
to have life in Himself” (John 5:26).
God has imparted INHERENT eternal
life to the living Jesus Christ. Now,
further: "“And this is the record, that
Gob hath given to us eternal life, and
this life is in His Son. He that hath
the Son hath life [eternal}; and he
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that hath not the Son of God hath not
life” (I John 5:11, 12).

Yes, we are to be SAVED by the Living
Christ — saved BY His LIFE! That is,
GIVEN eternal life as a ciFt, through
His life —not through His death!

But, specifically, How ? Let the apostle
Peter explain: “"REPENT, and be bap-
tized every one of you in the name of
Jesus Christ for the remission of sins,
and ye shall RECEIVE the GIFT of the
Holy Spirit” (Acts 2:38). On real
REPENTANCE of sinning—a turning
around to go the other way — to QuIT
sinning —and on faith in Jesus ex-
pressed by water baptism (Acts 8:35-
37) God has promised WE SHALL
RECEIVE His HoOLY SPIRIT AS A GIFT.
Not by our “works” — but by GRACE!

But how does THis give us eternal
life — salvation?

“IF the Spirit of Him that raised
up Jesus from the dead dwell in you,
He that raised up Christ from the dead
shall aLso [by a resurrection] quicken
your mortal bodies by His Spirit that
dwelleth in you” (Rom. 8:11).

Well is, then, the receiving of the
Holy Spirit sALVATION? Ts one already
“saved” when he receives this Spirit?

Gop’s WorD says NO/! It is the
presence of eternal life conditionally —
provisionally, The Scripture above
quoted spoke of God's Spirit DWELLING
in you. IF this Spirit is dwelling in
you until death (the first), or AT THE
TIME of the rREsURRECTION—at Christ’s
coming — THEN you shall be either
resurrected IMMORTAL, or, if still alive
CHANGED from mortal to immortal in-
stantaneously (I Cor. 15:50 and I Thes.
4:13-17).

The receiving of the Holy Spirit,
NOW, is the TOKEN PAYMENT — or the
EARNEST payment from God on the
gift of eternal life. Notice: ... Christ

..in whom also after that ye be-
lieved, ye were sealed with that Holy
Spirit of promise, which is the earnest
of our INHERITANCE, #nfi! the redemp-
tion of the purchased possession...”
(Eph. 1:12-14). The Moffatt transla-
tion renders it in more understandable
English, *...the long-promised Holy
Spirit, which is the pledge and install-
ment of our common heritage, that we
may [in future} obtain our divine pos-
session . . .
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Those who have received God’s Holy
Spirit are NOw #nof yet inheritors or
possessors of this eternal life — of this
salvation. They are Now HEIRS of
God — co-heirs with Christ (Gal.
3:29). They are now still mortal, not
immortal. They are now BEGOTTEN
sons of God — not yet BORN of God.
They are now in the Cuurch of God
—not yet in the KiNeboMm of God.

May We Go on Sinning?

But now what of that Scripture that
says: . ..ye are not under the law,
but under grace” (Rom. 6:14).

Now that you are UNDER GRACE —
does this mean you are given license to
disobey God’s Law?
to Gob’s “What
shall we say, then? Shall we continue

Listen answer:
in sin, that grace may abound? Gob
FORBID! How shall we, that are dead
to sin, live any longer therein?”
(Rom. 6:1-2.) Later, verse 12: "Let not
sin [transgressing God’s Law} there-
fore reign in your mortal body, that
ye should obey it in the lusts thereof.”

Once again, verse 14: “"For sin
[transgressing the Law] shall not have
dominion over you: for ye are not
under the Law, but under grace.” The
very next words show PLAINLY this
does not mean you are free to BREAK
God's Law — to pisoBEy God. ““What
then? Shall we sIN [break the Law],
because we are not under the Law, but
under grace? Gop Forsm! Know ye
not, that to whom ye yield yourselves
servants to obey, his servants ye are to
whom ye obey; whether of sin unto
death, or of obedience unto righteous-
ness."

GrACE does not mean license to
SIN. And the BIBLE definition of sIN
is: “Sin is the transgression of the
Law” (I John 3:4).

You were UNDER THE LAW, when the
law stood over you, claiming its penal-
ty. When Christ paid the penalty, and
satisfied the claims of the law, you
were no longer under the law, but
under GRACE.

It is the FALSE PROPHETS of our
day who try to deceive you into be-
lieving “GRACE"” means permission to
BREAK Gob's raw! We are being
saved FROM SINNING (now and in the
future) as well as from pasT sins.
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Christ came to save us FROM sinning —
not to save us IN sin.

WHY the Holy Spirit?

I have been showing you, step by
step, the way of “salvation.” Where
are you, now? You have been recon-
ciled to God —your past forgiven —
and you have received God's Holy
Spirit. But wHy?

God's Spirit, first of all, is His very
own LIFE injected into you— the be-
gettal of ETERNAL life. You are now
an HEIR of God —a joint-heir —a co-
heir with CHrisT. Not yet an inheritor.
The Holy Spirit injects into you also
the characteristics of God. First of
these is LOVE — not carnal or human
love, but pviNE love — Gob’s love.

And wHY? In order to KEEP Gob's
LAW — (hat's why! How is God's Law
fulfilled? “Love is the fulfilling of the
Law” (Rom. 13:8). But carnal human
love cannot fulfill it. Wy ? Because the
Law of God is a sPiriTUAL Law (Rom.
7:14). It can be fulfilled only by a
SPIRITUAL love, which is THE GiFT of
God. It is "the love of Gop shed
abroad in our hearts by the Holy
Spirit” (Rom. 5:5). And, again, God
gives His Holy Spirit only to “them
that oBEY Him"” (Acts 5:32).

Also it requires FAITH to keep
God’s Commandments. And yowr faith
is not strong enough. It requires
Curist's faith — the same faith He
exercised and lived by during His hu-
man lifetime. God also GIVES you this
very same FAITH, by the Holy Spirit.
God's Spirit also imparts to you, spiri-
tual comprehension — power to UN-
DERSTAND spiritual truth; and wisdom,
and patience, and spiritual POWER!
All these are imparted to you from
God, by the Holy Spirit—as His
GIFT! But these are given to you to
LIVE BY —to USE, in order to GROW
spiritually in knowledge and grace,
and to overcome.

MUST There Be “"WORKS”?

I have tried to make it prLaiN that
we cannot EARN salvation by “works.”

Yet EVERYONE does produce “works”
good or bad. Your evil
“works™ — disobedience of the Com-
mandments — will EARN you the penal-
ty of DEATH. But what about coop

— either
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works? Do they carn you anything?

INDEED THEY DO!

Are good "woORKS” required?

INDEED THEY ARE!

But wHAT, then, do they FARN?

They do NoT earn “salvation.” They
do Not earn eternal life. They will
NOT get you into the Kingdom of
God!

Well, then! What po they earn?

Ah —that is the point of this arti-
cle!

You are not JUSTIFIED by “works,”
nor “saved” by “works,” but you are
to be JjupGED by your “works,” and
“rewarded” according to your “works.”

This thing called "“woORKS" — mean-
ing deeds, good or bad — cannot put
you INTO God's Kingdom of Mmor-
tals. You get IN by Grace! But, once
in, your “works” during this present
life — during your Christian life after
being “converted” and receiving God's
Holy Spirit— Do determine WHAT oF-
FICE, Or POSITION, Or RANK, or degree
of GLORY, you shall have!

This is what ALMOST NO ONE seems
to have understood!

First notice what Jesus said — AFTER
His resurrection — inspired after the
year 90 A.D.: "To him that ovEr-
CoMETH will T grant to sit with me in
my THRONE...” (Rev. 3:21). Fur-
ther: “And he that OVERCOMETH, and
keepeth my works wnto the end, to
him will T give POWER OVER THE
NATIONS: AND HE SHALL
THEM . .." (Rev. 2:26-27).

RULE

Notice again, ‘... hast made us unto
our God KINGS AND PRIESTS; and WE
SHALL REIGN ON THE EARTH" (Rev.
5:10).

Notice what is said of those in the
first RESURRECTION, at Christ’'s com-
ing: “...and they lived AND REIGNED
with  Christ a thousand years. ...
Blessed and holy is he that hath part
in the first resurrection: on such the
second death hath no power, but they
shall be priests of God and of Christ,
AND SHALL REIGN with Him a thou-
sand years” (Rev. 20:4, 6).

Notice, in these Scriptures, the
“saved" are to REIGN with Christ in the
coming WORLD GOVERNMENT, the
Kingdom of God. And notice the re-
quirement of OVERCOMING, and keep-
ing Christ's woRrks and also of EN-
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DURING TO THE END! NoTICE! Jesus
said "he that...keepeth my works
unto the end.”

Now notice further: “For the Son of
man shall come in the glory of His
Father with His angels; and then He
shall REWARD every man ACCORDING TO
HIS WORKS" (Mat. 16:27). Nowhere
does the Bible teach being “savep”
by our “works,” but it does teach the
degree of reward according to “works.”

Alexander the coppersmith did great
evil to the apostle Paul, and Paul says:
“...the Lord reward him according to
his works” (II Tim. 4:14). Notice this
distinction! This man did Evi. works.
He won't get salvation at Christ's com-
ing. He will be REWARDED — that is,
PAID WAGES according to his WORKS —
and the WAGES of SIN is DEATH —
eternal PUNISHMENT. "WORKS' means
the wages you earn— or the REWARD
to be given — either good or bad. Evil
works (sin) can EARN eternal punish-
ment, but GOOD WORKS can EARN a
better position or office in God's King-
dom IF you get there — but it cannot
earn salvation!

Now notice Romans 4:4: “Now to
him that WoRKETH is the reward NoT
reckoned of Grack, but of DerT.”
Salvation is not paid as a DEBT, but
IS GIVEN by GRACE — undeserved GIFT.
But "woRrks" earn wages, paid as a
debt. So what we WANT is not GRACE or
WORKS, but GRACE and works. The
“GRACE" will get us into God's King-
dom — give us IMmortality as God's
GIFT. The “works” will EARN us—
that is, QuALIFY us for a better office
— an opportunity for bigger SERVICE
— for doing MORE GOOD, once we are
born into God’s Kingdom.

Degree of Reward

Notice, now, Jesus’ parable of the
"pounds.”

Jesus’ disciples wrongly supposed the
Kingdom of God was to appear in their
lifetime. To CORRECT this error, Jesus
spoke this parable.

... becanse they thought the King-
dom of God should immediately appear
He said therefore, ‘A certain nobleman
went into a far country to receive for
Himself a Kingdom, and to return’”
(Luke 19:11-12). That is, Jesus Him-
self was going to heaven to receive for
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Himself the Kingdom of God, and to
return to earth. Now continue:

“And He called His ten servants, and
delivered them ten pounds, and said
unto them, ‘Occupy till I come.” But
His citizens hated Him, and sent a
message after Him, saying, "We will
not have this man to reign over us’ "
(verses 13-14). Jesus had come "to His
the Jews —the remnant of the
Kingdom of JupbaH-—and “they re-
ceived Him not” (John 1:11), so Jesus
turned to “'the lost sheep of the House
of Israel,” (Mat. 15:24), and sent His
twelve Apostles to them (Mat. 10:6).
That is, to the so-called “lost Ten
Tribes” of Israel. They were then, most

own,”’

of them, in northwestern Europe and
the British Isles (see free hooklet, The
United States and the British Common-
wealth in Prophecy).

But continue Jesus' parable:

“And it came to pass, that when He
was returned,” — now speaking of
what sHALL happen at Christ’s return
— “having received the Kingdom, then
He commanded these servants to be
called unto Him, to whom He had
given the money, that He might know
how much every man had gained by
trading” (Luke 19:15).

This is speaking of every converted
true Christian, to whom God has
GiveN of His Holy Spirit, and spiri-
tual gifts. Every one, now entering
God's Kingdom as an INHERITOR — a§
a POSSESSOR, no longer just an HEIR —
actually Now "SAVED" — will be called
to an accounting — JUDGED, to deter-
mine WHAT PosiTioN in God’'s King-
dom he has qualified for. And NoTICE
that this “rREwArD” will be according
to his "works" in this present mortal
life. Continue, verses 16-19:

“Then came the first, saying, ‘Lord,
thy pound hath gained ten pounds.’
And He said unto him, "Well, thou
good servant: because thou hast been
faithful in a very little, have thon an-
thority over ten cities. And the second
came, saying, 'Lord, thy pound hath
gained five pounds.” And He said like-
wise to him, ‘Be thon also over five
cities. "

Notice cAREFULLY! They got 7nto
God's Kingdom by GRACE (as numer-
ous other Scriptures make plain). But
they are rewarded — that is, given au-
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thority, or rule, or position, according
to their “works" — according to how
well they did with what they had to do
with WHILE CHRIST WAS IN HEAVEN
— that is, during their Christian lives.

Continue now:

Beginning verse 20— read it in your
Bible — the one who GAINED NOTH-
ING in this present mortal life — the
one who had no good “works” — not
only was not given ANY position —
but even had TAKEN AWAY FROM HIM
even the spiritual gift he had been
given! In this parable, the English
pound, the main English unit of money
— worth approximately $2.80 United
States money — is used as a symbol of
spiritual wvalue.

This parable teaches what has been
shown by other Scriptures in this arti-
cle — that the Christian must OVER-
coME; he must Grow spiritually —
grow in grace and in the knowledge of
Christ (II Pet. 3:18). We are being
SAVED to SERVE —and if we do not
qualify to serve, we may have taken
away even the salvation we thought we
had!

The parable of the talents (Matthew
25:14-30) shows the same thing, show-
ing that each is judged by what he has
to do with. But the one who makes no
SPIRITUAL PROGRESS after his initial
“conversion” is cast as an “unprofitable
servant  into (Mat.
25:30).

outer darkness”

Life Is a Race

Finally, SEE WHERE ALL THIS LEADS
us. Man is MoORrTAL, without inherent
life, possessing in himself only a transi-
tory physical, chemical EXISTENCE.
ETERNAL life comes as Gop's GIFT. It
comes through the gift of God's Holy
Spirit, GIVEN after the prior conditions
of real REPENTANCE, and FAITH in
Christ.

But, once receiving the GIFT of the
Holy Spirit, entering upon the Chris-
tian life, this Christian life is pictured
a5 A RACE in a stadium, or in a con-
test. We must TURN FROM SIN (and
the Bible definition of sIN is: trans-
gression of God’s Law — I John 3:4).
Notice: “Wherefore . . . let us lay aside
every weight, and the sin which doth so
easily beset us, and let us run with
patience the race that is set before us”

(Heb, 12:1).
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FurTHER: Paul wrote: "And this I
do for the Gospel's sake, that T might
be partaker thercof with you. Know ye
not that they which run in a race run
all, but oNE receiveth the prize? So
RUN, that ye may obtain. And every
man that striveth for the mastery is
temperate in all things. Now /hey
[those unconverted] do it to obtain a
corruptible erowsn; but we [Christians]
an incorruptible. I, therefore, so run,
not as uncertainly; so FIGHT I... lest
that by any means, when I have
preached to others, T myself should be
REJECTED” (I Cor. 9:23-27).

We must STRIVE to overcome. We
must fight temptation and sin. The
Christian life was pictured by Jesus as
the hard, rutty, difficult way — Not the
casy way that leads to destruction.

So, SALVATION — being BORN INTO
God's Kingdom — depends not only
on once receiving the Holy Spirit, but
BEING LED BY God's Spirit through
life (Rom. 8:14), and God’'s Spirit
DWELLING IN us, af the end of life's
race! That is, at the time of death, or
of Christ's coming, whichever comes
first.

God's impregnating Holy Spirit is
received by GRACE, as God's GIFT, not
as a debt or compensation earned; not
by “works.” But, once we receive the
Holy Spirit, it does not remain bottled
up; it does not stagnate; it is not static
— it FLOWS in outgoing concern (LOVE)
to fellowman, and in worship, rever-
ence, obedience to Gob. It flows into
us from God. We can love God only
because He first loved us — our love to-
ward God is only a return of His love,
which He gives to us.

This spiritual LOVE —the Hory
SPIRIT — must be kept on that RETURN
circutT — fulfilling God’s Law — flow-
ing back to Gop by fulfilling the first
four Commandments, and out to neigh-

bor fulfilling the last six.

The parable of the sower and the
seed illustrates this. There were four
classes. The first heard the Gospel
Message, but it never conceived —
they never were converted. They may
sTILL have a chance — later. A second
class was converted, with great joy, but
simply had no spiritual depth of char-

acter, and endured only for a while,
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but yielded to temptations uNTIL they
fell away — that is, CONTINUALLY, till
they QuiT TRYING. A third was con-
verted, received God's Spirit, but let
the cares of this material life — earning
a living — or former unconverted as-
sociates — keeping one foot in the
world — seeking the PLEASURES of this
world’s  materialism — and  they
“brought forth No FrruUIT to perfec-
tion.” So THEY lost out! You musT
BRING FORTH FRUIT — make spiritual
PROGRESS — develop spiritual cCHARAC-
TER! Too many, today, are preaching
a4 FALSE salvation of “NO WORKS.”

Your “wWoRkS' won't get you con-
verted — won't earn you God's Spirit
— as | have made pLAIN in this article.
BUT THE LACK OF GOOD WORKS CAN
GET vou LOST, if persisted in!

The fourth class of the parable are
they, “which in an HoONEST and Goop
HEART, having heard the Word, KEEP
it, and bring forth fruit with pa-
tience” (Luke 8:15). In Matthew's
account of this same parable, those
finally savep, enduring to the END of
life's race, brought forth fruit — some
thirty-fold, some sixty, some a hundred.
ALL of these were SAVED! ALL of these
go into God’s Kingdom.

Bur those who bring forth a hun-
dred-fold, during their Christian lives,
will receive a higher REWARD, or posi-
tion in the Kingdom, than those who
produce only thirty-fold!

SALVATION comes as
GIFT, by GRACE.

But the DEGREE of office, once i
the Kingdom — once made Mmortal—
the rank, the position, the degree of
glory — this is NoT by grace — this is
Nor God’s gift —this is what you
must QUALIFY FOR, by the fruits you
bear in THIS LIFE.

THAT is the teaching of Gob!

God’'s free

We Must Produce “Fruit”

SALvATION, I repeat again and again,
is GOD'S FREE GIFT — not something
you can earn. BuT, once you have re-
ceived God’s Holy Spirit — BY GRACE
— that Spirit, in you, must produce
FRUIT!

The Bible explains this zhis way:
Jesus says He is the Vine — we are
the branches. (John 15:1, 5.) Here we
are likened to a grapevine and its
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branches. The BraNcHEs did not get
themselves joined on to the main Vine
by their own efforts. We did not be-
come joined to Christ — receiving His
Holy Spirit by our “works,” but it was
His doing— His GIFT —it came by
GRACE.

BUT — once joined on, with the
sap flowing from the Vine into the
branch (a picture of God's Holy Spirit
flowing from Him into us), we must
produce fruit. If we don't — then what?

Notice this whole picture, in John
15. God the Father is the Husbandman
— the Vine-dresser — the chief Gar-
dener, who PRUNES the branches, Now
notice verse 2: “Every branch in me
that beareth Not fruit He taketh away.”
If, once having received the Holy
Spitit, we do not produce spiritual
fruit, we shall be cut off from Christ —
and, (verse 6) shall be cast into the
fire and BURNED UP— referring to the
final Gehenna or hellfire!

The Holy Spirit is GIVEN to us—
we didn't deserve or earn it — but
given to PRODUCE FRUIT. HOW ? Jesus
pictured the Holy Spirit (John 7:37-
39) as yivers of “living water” —
FLOWING from Him into us, and on
out of us. How will it flow on out
of us? A “river” flows down a river-
bed. The spiritual riverbed down
which God's Spirit FLows is Gob’s
LAaw. This “living water” of God’s
Spirit is the LovE that fulfills the Law.
The FruITs, then, are simply the WAY
of righteousness — keeping God's Law.

Oh, one will vehemently object,
THAT'S "WORKS.” No—it's righteous-
ness, But IT 18 NoT OUR RIGHTEOUS-
NEss! God's Spirit GIVES us the FAITH
that makes obedience possible. This is
the FarrH that saves! Tt is God's
GIFT. And the Love that fulfills God's
Law is His love, flowing into and out
of us—mwNor our rove! It is not
SELF-righteousness — it is Gob's right-
cousness, GIVEN to us.

What KIND of Works?

One further passage of Scripture
should coMpPLETE the picture.

It is in the third chapter of I Co-
rinthians. Notice carefully:

Some of these Gentile converts at
Corinth wanted to be followers of Paul,
others of Peter, others of Apollos. Paul
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was pointing them to CHrisT, and
showing what human “nothingness”
was he and Apollos.

“"What then is Apollos?” he asked
(verse 5). “What is Paul?”’ And he
answered, “Servants through whom you
believed, as the Lord assigned to each.
I planted, Apollos watered, but GOD
gave the GROWTH.” Paul was showing
them that he and Apollos, mere hu-
mans, were as NOTHING compared to
Gon.  The spiritual  GROWTH — the
FRUIT BORNE — came through God’s
Holy Spirit. The Apostle continued:

“So neither he who plants nor he
who waters is anything, but only God
who gives the growth.” Notice — God
Gives the spiritual growth — the fruits
borne. It is Gob's righteousness. “He
who plants and he who waters are
equal, and each shall receive his wages
according to his labor” (verse 8).
Once WORKS do EARN
wages — either good or bad. Evil works

again, our

earn eternal DEATH. Good works earn a
better position ot reward in God’s
Kingdom — 1F you get there by GRACE.
Now continue:

“For we are fellow workmen for
God, you are God's field, God's build-
ing” (verse 9). Apply that to this very
Work of Gob today. Today God is
using me, Garner Ted Armstrong, our
active staff of several hundred, and our
growing family of Co-Workers — all
FELLOW-WORKMEN for God. Our WORK
in carrying out Christ's Great commis-
sion — proclaiming His Gospel around
the world by radio and printing press
— our ministers counseling with and
baptizing those being converted — the
PRAYERS and financial support of other
FELLOW - WORKMEN — will EARN a
better position —a higher glory — 1%
we make it into God’s Kingdom. But we
shall be savep only by GRACE, unde-
served — as God's GIFT. Yét our WORK,
as instruments in Gob's HANDS, which
HE uses in His WORK, is the most
important Work or activity on earth
today! And it contributes greatly to
our individual and personal SPIRITUAL
GROWTH !

But continue:

Paul says further, “According to the
commission of God given to me, like a
skilled master builder I laid a founda-
tion, and another man is building upon
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it” (verse 10). He now pictures THE
CHURCH 4§ a BUILDING being built.
Continue: “Let each man take care how
he builds upon it.” Now referring to
each individual member as well as the
Body of Christ— the Church, as a
whole.

“For no other foundation can anyone
lay than that which is laid, which is
JEsus CHrisT" (verse 11).

Continue: "Now if anyone builds
upon the foundation with gold, silver,
precious stones, wood, hay, stubble —
each man’s work will become manifest;
for the Day will disclose it, because it
will be revealed with fire, and the fire
will test what sort of work each one
has done. If the work which any man
has built on the foundation survives, he
will receive a veward” (verses 12-14).

Christ Does the Works “in Us”

The rouNDATION did not come by
our works! That was Gop's doing.
He cAvE us the FOUNDATION to build
upon. That foundation is CHRIST —
and it is “Christ v us” (II Cor. 13:5;
Gal. 2:20; 4:19; Eph. 3:17; Col. 1:27),
by the Haly Spirit! God’'s Spirit—
Christ IN you— was GIVEN by GRACE,
not produced by your works. BUT
you must continue to BUILD upon that
“Foundation.” We must OVERCOME.
We must Grow spiritually (1T Pet.
3:18).

Now notice the MATERIALS men-
tioned in building the superstructure of
the building. The most valuable is
mentioned first — GoLD, Second in value
and QuALiTy of building materials is
mentioned next, SILVER. Next, precious
stones; next, wood — far less valuable,
But now we come down to CHEAP-
NESS, and INFERIOR QUALITY — HAY!
Hay might be used in covering a tropi-

cal-zone hut — but it is very inferior
building material. Yet, a horse could eat
it — it has seme little value. But, lastly,
we come to sTUBBLE! You couldn’t
even build a hut with stubble. A horse
wouldn’t eat it. Its value is about NIL.
It's fit only to be BURNED!

Must Build Character

In this Scriptural passage, we are
primarily concerned with BUILDING
CHARACTER.

But now Paul speaks of TESTING the

The PLAIN TRUTH

quality of a man’s building by FIRE,
Let's wnderstand it! Continue: “If any
man's work 1s BURNED UP, he will
suffer loss, though he bimself will be
saved, but only as through fire” (verse
15). WHAT is that “fire’"?

To understand this, we need to turn
to the 3rd chapter of Malachi. It
speaks of Christ as the Messenger of
the (new) Covenant, suddenly coming
to His Temple, This, like so many
prophecies, is dual in application. It
refers only typically to Christ's first
coming — primarily to His Second
Coming!

“...and the Lord, whom ye seek,
shall suddenly come to His temple,
even the Messenger of the Covenant,
... But who may abide the day of His
coming? and who shall stand when He
appeareth? for He is like a refiner’s
Fire, and like fullers’ soap; and He
shall sit as a refiner and purifier of
iHver; and He shall purify the sons of
Levi, and purge them as gold and
filver, that they may offer unto the
ETERNAL an offering in RIGHTEOUS-
NESS” (Malachi 3:1-3).

Plainly, this is speaking of Christ’s
second coming as KiNG of kings, to
set up WORLD GOVERNMENT over ALL
NATIONS. Then we who have received
God's GRACE — in whom is the Holy
Spirit, then made immortal — shall
stand before Him for judgment as to
what reward, or position, we have
qualified for. Christ Himself is that re-
finer's FIRE, that will burn up the dross.
But the pure gold, silver, or precious
stones we have BUILT on the founda-
tion of CuristT will then be MANIFEST
— it will come through the test. But
the wood,
burned up.

hay and straw will be

Again, of those who, BY GRACE, do
receive SALVATION, and are born M-
mortal into God’'s Kingdom at Christ's
appearing, Christ says He will bring
them “through the FirE, and will refine
them as silver is refined, and will try
them as gold is tried: they shall call
on my name, and I will hear them:
I will say, ‘It is MY PEOPLE:’ and
they shall say, "The ETERNAL is my
God" " (Zech, 13:9).

Now back to I Corinthians 3:13-
15. It ought to be plain, now!

This is speaking of begotten chil-
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dren of God, who have received God's
Holy Spirit — that is, CHRIST 7z them,
in Spirit— as the FOUNDATION. Some
people, once converted and receiving
God's Spirit, do begin to live by every
word of the Bible, as Jesus said we must
(Luke 4:4). They have had their
hearts in Gobp's wWoRrRK for our time.
They have sought, and found, the TRUE
vALUES of life. They have striven to
overcome. They have studied to know
God's wAY —to show themselves ap-
proved unto Gop. They have kept
close to God, by daily Bible study and
prayer. They have BUILT RIGHTEOUS,
SPIRITUAL, STERLING CHARACTER! In
other words, they have built on the
FOUNDATION with gold, silver, and
precious stones. These have survived
the TEsT. They came through the fire.

These are the ones who “brought
forth fruit” — whose “pound” gained
“ten pounds” — who will be given au-

thority over MUCH.

But there are MANY —and I per-
sonally know of many such— who
with joy have received God’s Holy
Spirit — their conversion as Christians
— and have remained in a GOOD ATTI-
TUDE, but whose “woRKS™ have been
of inferior quality, pictured by the
wood, hay, and stubble. Most of their
“works' of their Christian lives will
be burned up, when the final ex-
amination comes. Their reward — sta-
tus in the Kingdom — position quali-
fied for—is very small, yet THEY,
themselves, will be savep by God's
grace! They suffer the ross of higher
position — greater authority for service
and doing good — but they themselves
will be SAVED. y

We are SAVED by GRACE, through
Christ's FAITH — given as God’s GIFT.
But whatever "REWARD — status,
rank, position, degree of GLORY —is
conferred, once we are changed to im-
mortality N God’s Kingdom, will be
according to our "works” in this pres-
ent mortal life— and according to the
character and gunality of those works.

WHY the Christian Life?

WHY do most of those who claim to
be the very CLERGY of Jesus Christ say
there are "NO WORKS WHATEVER™ in
the Christian life?

Because of their false pagan and un-
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scriptural  doctrine about ‘“‘going to
heaven” when you die. Their concep-
tion of “heaven” seems to be an eter-
nity of idleness and ease — with noth-
ing to do. The development of the very
CHARACTER of the living Gop — pre-
paring for RULERSHIP — qualifying for
SERVICE — have no place in their false
pagan theology.

Many times 1 have asked, over the
air, and in The PLaiN TRUTH, “wWHY,
if ‘heaven’ is the reward of the saved,
and if there are 'no works’ to the Chris-
tian life, is not one taken immediately,
upon first accepting Christ, to his
‘reward’? WHy must the converted
Christian — if he is ‘already saved’ —
if he has been already ‘born again’ —
go on suffering IN THIS LIFE? WHY
does the Bible say, "Many are the afflic-
tions of the righteous,” and ‘Al who
will live godly in Christ Jesus shail
suffer persecution? WHy not avoid all
this suffering? Way doesn’t God take
new converts jmmediately to ‘glory’ in
‘heaven' ?”

The answer is that God put humans
on this earth for 4 PURPOSE! That
PURPOSE is stated in Genesis 1:26 —
God is actually reproducing Himself!
God is the Supreme Spiritual cHARAC-
TER — holy, righteous, perfect. We, to
be actually BORN of Him — BORN into
His FaMILY as His divine children —
must be changed, not only from mortal
to 1Mmortal — not only from human
to divine — but from our human na-
ture and sinning character, into His
DIVINE NATURE (II Pet. 1:4) and into
His HOLINESS and PERFECTION of
character (I Pet. 1:16; Mat. 5:48). And
that must be develaped, through the
Christian life! It means owvercoming,
growing in knowledge and character!

We are to become a NEW CREATION
(Gal. 6:15, margin). God's SPIRITUAL
CREATION is still going on, iz #s! We
are now mere cLAY — made of the dust
of the ground. God is the Potter —
we are the clay (Isa. 64:8). We must,
on owr own decision, with our own
complete submission, and even with owur
own effort accompanying, yield so that
the Master Potter may completely re-
make, re-fashion, re-shape our vile
into the holy, righteous,
spiritual and perfect character of Gob.

of Communism and expanded war, inter-
faith ecumenical prayer services have
been held in practically every major city
of the United States. “Pulpit switches”
by priests and ministers are becoming
“common

widespread.  Leaflets  of

prayers” for unity were distributed
nationwide during January.

And yet — most laymen are TOTALLY
UNAWARE of what is really going on.
Here are the facts—and the details
of what's happening behind the scenes
of the ecumenical movement.

“‘Prayer for Unity’’ Week

The week of January 18 to 25 wil-
nessed a spectacular observance of the
worldwide ""Week of Prayer for Chris-
tian Unity.” This “prayer weck™ has
been held for several years. But never
before was it promoted so heavily.

The most striking ecumenical ser-
vice, however, took place not in the
United States, but in Spain.

On January 18 a precedent-shatter-
ing Roman Catholic-Anglican service
was held in Madrid at the British Em-
Church of St

consisted  of

bassy's George. The

ceremony hymns and
prayers for unity. Said the celebrating
Catholic priest, “Ten yearr ago we
could not have dreamed of this cere-
neony.”

Spanish Protestants, awaiting passage
of a new law of religious freedom, said
the service was an indication of grow-
ing religious tolerance in Spain. This
column foretold such possible develop-
ments two months ago.

‘‘Dialogues’ with Protestants

On the high official level, ecumenical
activity is far advanced. Top Anglican
and Roman Catholic churchmen have
been holding a “summit conference”
near the Italian city of Varese, It 1s the
first — but certainly not the last—
joint discussion in the history of the
two churches, The conference is an out-
growth of the 1966 Vatican encounter
between Pope Paul VI and the Arch-
Michael
Ramsey, head of the 45-million-member
Anglican Communion.

It was revealed at the conference
that Anglicans and Roman Catholics

have been carrying on private discus-
sions during 1966 with the Lutherans
and the Orthodox.

The Methodist Church, too, has of-
ficially “study
group” with Catholic representatives.

ized. Note this Associated Press wire:

COLUMBUS, Ohio, Jan. 12, 1967
(AP) — "Plans were announced here
today for a National Ecumenical Con-
ference to be held in Columbus next
Sept. 5-8, to be called the National
Consultation on the Church in Com-
munity Life.

"The program,” continues the AP
wite, "is the first of its kind in this
country and will bring together be-
tween 2,500 and 3,000 clergymen and
lay church leaders, Roman Catholic and
Protestant, from non-metropolitan areas
of the 50 states. ...

“Tnterdenominational town-and-coun-
try conferences have been held in the
past, but leaders for the consultation say
never on as broadly ecumenical basis as
this. . ..”"

National Council Invites
Catholics In

Now look what the National Council
of Churches is doing.
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On December 3, 1966, the Council
took another giant step toward unity
in the United States. The New York
Times reported it:

MIAMI BEACH, Dec. 3— “The
Roman Catholic Church was made eligi-
ble Saturday for a policymaking role
in the National Council of Churches.
The action was taken by the general
board of the council, which represents
most major Protestant and Orthodox
denominations in the country.

“The board officially recognized the
Roman Catholic Church as ‘being in
agreement with the preamble of the
constitution of the National Council of
Chutches,” ... Most observers feel that
the Catholic Church is technically quali-
fied for membership in the national
body.”

After the decision was reached, Na-
tional Council president Reuben H.
Miller said: "Christian partnership now
cuts across Roman Catholic, Protestant
and Orthodox lines. It's going on nuuch
mare than most people realize!”

The public is just seeing the tip of
the ecumenical iceberg!

Vatican Policy

The Vatican is actively cultivating
the new spirit of "oneness” in the
Christian-professing world. It was, af-
ter all, the recent Ecumenical Council
in Rome which gave prime impetus to
the unity movement.

In order to give Catholicism more
“eye-appeal” to Protestants, Pope Paul
VI initiated various nominal reforms
within the Roman Church. He estab-
lished a new senate of bishops which
is to ‘“advise and inform” him on
church problems.

Early in January the Pope appointed,
for the first time, five lay women aides
to the Curia. The Curia is the Church’s
ruling body. Also early this year, the
Pope streamlined the Doctrine of In-
dulgences. This was done almost solely
to remove certain practices considered
highly offensive to the
world.

Protestant

‘“‘Do Not Be Afraid of Me”’

And then on January 18, Pope Paul
made a startling appeal to non-Catholic
Christians. It was reported by the As-

sociated Press, but not widely publi-
cized.

“"We know,” said Pope Paul, “that
our apostolic ministry, put at the center
of the church, is for almost all of these
[separated} brothers one of the princi-
pal obstacles to their recomposition in
the unity of the church, so desired by
Christ, We know that outside the Ro-
man Catholic Church we are frequently
accused in many ways. ...

“But we only dare to send to all
separated brothers of good will a good
wish with a humble and sincere word:
Do not be afraid of him who knows
how to conduct himself as an authentic
representative of Christ.”

Significantly enough, only one week
earlier, Pope Paul defended and reaf-
firmed the policy of papal infallibility.

Policy Working

Leading Protestant theologians are
now seriously questioning the need of
any further existence of Protestantism.

Lutheran Bishop of Berlin Otto Dibe-
lius said recently: “If the Catholic
Church of 450 years ago had looked as
it does today, there never would have
been a Reformation.”

Dr. Carl E. Braaten of Chicago’s
Lutheran Theological Seminary con-
cludes it is becoming increasingly dif-
ficult to justify “a need for Protestant-
ism as an independent movement.”

Dr. Robert McAfee Brown of Stan-
ford University, a Presbyterian, says
that “the Roman Catholic Reformation™
is now a fact and “"Protertants cannot
indefinitely justify a sitwation of con-
tinued separation.”

Most Protestant
know that their theologians are com-
mitting themselves to such forthright
statements !

One fact stands sure. Millions of
Protestants are soon to be swept into the
Catholic fold before they realize what
s happening!

Orthodox Rift to Be Healed?

Vatican policy also calls for the recon-
ciliation of the Orthodox schism that
culminated in 1054. Progress toward
healing this rift is well on the way to-
ward completion.

Early in 1966 Patriarch Athenago-

ras I, “first among equals” among Or-
thodox leaders, visited Pope Paul in
Rome. He intends to return to the Vati-
can soon to help heal the breach be-
tween East and West personally. He said
this past November: "I must go to
Rome, at the proper time, to get the
final agreement. I don’t expect that it
will come the next day after my arri-
val. But it will come, Be assured of
that”

Athenagoras minimizes the many
deep-seated differences between Roman
Catholic and Orthodox traditions.
These, he insists, are now mere “‘in-
terpretations” that can be glossed over.

Common Bible the “Key’’
to Unity

Now notice this last report:

VATICAN CITY, Jan. 6, 1967,
(UPI) — "Theoretical agreement on a
common Bible for Catholics and Protes-
tants was announced today and hailed
by a leading cardinal, Augustin Cardinal
Bea, as ‘one of the most important
developments in contemporary Chris-
tian bistory.

"The agreement was between the
Vatican’s promoting
Christian unity and a committee of
the United Bible Societies, the organi-

secretariat  for

zation that publishes Bibles throughout
the world. . ..

"Dr. Laton E. Holmgren, general
secretary of the American Bible Society,
said: ‘what we do bere may hasten
the day when we can Iriumphantly
proclaim to a skeptical world that there
